DRIVER.

2.0PEN THE BATTERY DOOR AND INSERT 4 PCS AG-13/L44 1.5V BATTERY
INTO THE BATTERY COMPARMENT ACCORDING TO CORRECT (G
POLARITY.(SEE FIG.3)

3.REPLACE THE BATTERY DOOR AND THE SCREW ON POSITION.
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1.PUSH THE 'ON/OFF' SWITCH TO 'ON' POSITION. POWER ON/OFF

2.PULL OUT THE ANTENNA. / SWITCH
3.0PEN THE COVER BY SLIDING IT UPWARD.

3.MOVE THE MIC CLOSE TO YOUR MOUTH.AND PRESS THE 'PUSH TO

TALK ' BUTTON TO TRANSMIT YOUR VOICE. SPEAKER\
