Battery charging

1.First of all, please make sure the safe connection between the
rechargeable battery pack with the USB cable and charging plug (with
USB port) (As diagram 1 ), and then insert the charging plug into the
power socket

2 _If you need to use the computer or the power bank to charge, first of
all, please make sure the safe connection between the rechargeahle
battery pack with the USB cable (As diagram 2 ), and then insert the
USB port of the connecting wire into the computer or USB port of the
power bank.

J.Charging time of the rechargeable battery pack is about 4-5 hours.

4 When charging is finished, please unplug it from the socket
immediately, and then separate the rechargeable battery pack with the
USB cable .

5.1f you use the computer or the power bank for charging, when finish
charging, please pull out the USB cable from the computer or USB
port of the power bank and then separate the rechargeable battery
pack from the USB cable.(As diagram 3 )

6.When finish charging, the battery will turmn lukewarm, which is normal
for the battery that fully charged.

7. Due to the battery pack may get heated after being used, you can
only charge it after the heat is radiated. It takes 15-20 miutes for heat
radiation. Charging the battery pack with heat or battry pack under

the heat radiation is HIGHLY PROHIBITED.

Battery loading

1. Battery loading of the car: Fiease push the ON/OFF at the chassis

of the car to "OFF" position , use the screwdriver to unscrew the
battery cover at the bottom of the car and then open the battery cover,
connect the fully-charged battery pack with the wire of the battery pack
inside the battery case, and then load the battery pack into the battery
case, and then close the battery cover,use the screwdriver to wrench
tightly the screws of the battery cover.(As diagram 4 )

2 Battery loading inside the controller: Open the battery cover, and then

load 2XAA batteries into the battery case accordingly by following the
sign of *+" - " and then close the battery cover and make sure safe
and sealed (As diagram 5 )
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Please landly confirm if the baftenes are well loaded inio the car and the controller

before playng.

Step for switching on:

1 Push the ONJOFF of the controller to *ON" position, the power indicator of the
controller will be "ON" and the controller will enter into the normal “"ON"state.
(As diagram b )

2 Push the ON/OFF of the car to "ON" position, the car will enter into normal “ON"
state (As diagram 7 )

Forward & Backward:

1 Pull the trigger of the controller and the car will run forward. (As diagram 8 )
2 Push the trigger of the controller and the car will run backward (A diagram 9)

Running operation:

1 While rotafing the sieenng wheel of the controller to the right or to the left, pull the
trigger backward, the car will be steering to the nght or to the left and run forward.
{As diagram 12 )

£ While rotating the steering wheel of the controller to the right or to the left, push the
tngger forward, the car will be steenng to the nght or to the left and run backward.
(As diagram 13 )

Direction adjustment:

If the car can not run m a siraght ine, please adjust the steenng timmer for
"Fhihlﬂ.ul‘l* al the bottom of the car to an appropriate position (As diagram 14 )

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Stop operation:
1 Release the tngger and steenng wheel then the car will stop.

2 Puil the ON/OFF of the controller to "OFF” position, the power ndicator of the
controller will be *OFF"and the controlier will enter into OFF state.

3 Push the ONVOFF of the car to "OFF" position, the car will enter mio "OFF"
state.

the car, please do keep it far away from the fire source or high-lemperature area,

3 Mon-chargeable battery 15 NOT TO be recharged.

4 Rechargeable batiery can only be charged under the guidance of the adult.
