Carefully remove items from the package.

Locate the battery door on the bottom of the truck. Using a Phillips
screwdriver, remove the screw.

Pull the latch on the door to the left and lift up to access the battery
compartment. Insert 5 “AA” batteries while observing the correct

polarity (Fig.1).

Replace the battery compartment door.

Slide the battery door on the back of the controller down to open.

Insert one 9V battery while observing the correct polarity (Fig.2). ON/OFF SWITCH
Replace the battery compartment door.

Switch both the truck and controller power switches to the “ON” position.
Adjust the steering alignment lever located on the bottom of the truck
(between front wheels) if the truck does not run straight when moving forward.
