
 
The sensors mounted in the HitchScan Sensing Module projects Ultrasonic Signals. 
As the signals “echo” off objects in the detection field, and return to the sensors, the 
systems’s microprocessor exports them to its onboard, output signal transmitter. These 
signals are transmitted through Radio frequency Waves to the RF receiver located in 
the vehicle, and are received by, and translated into Audible and Visual notification 
for the driver.
