BATTERY INSTALLATION

1. Slide the battery door out of the controller as shown.

2. Install a 9V battery (included) in the battery compartment as shown.
Make sure to follow the correct positive (+) and negative (-) polarities
with the corresponding markings inside the battery compartment.

3. Slide the battery door back into place.

PREPARATION

Install the antenna into the antenna hole on the controller as shown, pull tip of the antenna fo extend.
Move the power switch to ON.

OPERATION

The left and right joysticks on the controller are used to control the left and right motors on the RC skimmer. When the left joystick is pushed forward,
the left motor will run. When the right joystick is pushed forward, the right motor will run. By combination of pushing forward the left and/or right joysticks
as shown, the RC skimmer can be controlled to go forward, left turn and right turn.
