OUTLINE OF AUDIO /VIDEO CONNECTIONS

The receiver isprovided with twoanalogue and twodigital audio/video inputs

The receiver shallnot be connectedto the mains supply before allother system connections
have been made.

The DVD playeris connected throughthe digital inputs(optical or coaxial)

The video signalis transmitted tothe television setthrough the SCART connection.

It is also possible to transmitthe audio signalfrom the televisionset to thereceiver through
the SCART connection. This willallow you towatch films with Dolby Surround soundif the
films are coded.

CONNECTION THROUGH DIGITAL AUDIO/VIDEO CABLE. :

The coaxial oroptical output forDVD player must be connected with the corresponding digital
input on the AVreceiver (OPT/COAX). Makesure to usethe corresponding videoinput!
Switch to thecorresponding signal source by the INPUT key.

Most DVD playerwith digital outputs are factory-set atthe analogue format.

Make sure thatthe DVD playerhas the sameconfiguration under setup.

The video signalmay also betransmitted directly fromthe DVD playerto the television set.
