BATTERY REPLACEMENT

1. Locate battery cover.

2. Remove battery cover by unscrewing
clockwise to open (see diagram below).

3. Insert or replace 1 CR2032 3V button cell
battery with the positive terminal up.

4. Replace battery cover and screw on
counterclockwise (see diagram below).

PROBLEM POSSIBLE CAUSE SOLUTION

Key Finder does not function
upon initial use.

Key Ring Receiver battery
protector has not been removed.

Remove battery protector by
pulling plastic tab to provide
power. Replace battery if
problem persists.

Alarm doesn’t sound when
locator signal is activated.

Too far away.

Change locations and repeat
transmission until alarm sounds.
Replace batteries if problem
persists at close proximity.

Alarm sounds intermittently
and without activation of
locator signal.

Weak battery in the
Key Ring Receiver.

Replace battery in the
Key Ring Receiver.

4. Slide battery compartment into housing
and replace screw.
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Transmitter requires 2 “CR2016" batteries (included).
