Notes on Cell Phone Use |
Cell Phone Etiquette

The cell phone always emits weak radio waves when power
ison.

Use the cell phone in an enjoyable and safe manner without
forgetting to be considerate of others around you.

@ Use of cell phones is not allowed in some places.

¢ Do not use the cell phone while you are driving. Doing
so is both dangerous and prohibited by law.

e Using a cell phone in an aircraft is prohibited by law.
Turn the cell phone power off.

@ Radio waves from cell phones may interfere with
medical electrical equipment.

e Some people close to you in crowded places such
as packed trains may be using a cardiac pacemaker.
Turn the cell phone off in such places.

¢ Abide by the rules of hospitals and other medical
institutions where it is forbidden to use or carry cell
phones.

@ Be considerate of where you use the cell phone and
how loudly you talk.

* Do not make calls in theaters, museums, libraries, and
other similar places. Turn power off or turn on manner
mode not to disturb others around you by ring tones.

* Do not use the cell phone on a street where you might
interrupt the flow of pedestrians.

e Move to areas where you will not inconvenience others
on trains or in hotel lobbies.

e Refrain from talking in a loud voice.

e Obtain the permission of other people before you take
their photos with the cell phone's camera.

e Do not record information with the cell phone's camera
in bookstores and other locations where taking photos
is not permitted.

Charging the Battery Pack

The battery pack is not fully charged at the time of purchase.

Be sure to charge the battery pack before using the cell

phone for the first time.

e An AC adapter is not included. Purchase a specified AC
adapter (sold separately).

Connect a specified AC adapter to the cell

phone.

e Check the shape of the connector of the AC adapter
and then plug it straight into the power terminal of the
cell phone.

Unfold the power plug of the AC adapter and
plug it into a 100 V AC power outlet.

Confirm that the indicator lights.

e Charging: A charge beginning sounds and the
indicator lights.

e Charging finished: A charge completion sounds and
the indicator goes out.

Operating the Touch Panel

The display of the IS11CA is a touch panel. You can
operate the IST1CA by directly touching the screen.

Tap/Double Tap

Tap: Gently touch a screen and then immediately release
your finger.
Double tap: Tap the same position twice.

Long Touch

Keep touching an item or key.

Slide

While your finger is gently touching the display, trace it to
the desired direction.

Flick

Operate the screen by quickly moving (flicking) your finger
up, down, right, or left.

Pinch

While two of your fingers are touching the screen, move the
fingers apart or closer together.

Drag
While your finger is gently touching the screen, trace it to
the desired position.



Turning On Power
Hold down for at least two seconds.

Turning Off Power

Hold down for at least two seconds.
Tap Power off — OK.

Switching the Display Language
to English

You can switch the display language for function names
and other items to English.

Tap the Launcher icon on the Home screen.
Tap Z2E (Setting).

Tap S;&&F—iff‘— N (Language & keyboard).
Tap 57Z (Language) Z&#R (Select language).
Tap English.

Getting to Know the Home
Screen

The Home screen is your starting point to access all the
features on your phone. It displays application icons,
widgets, shortcuts, and other features.

@ | Touch items on the Home screen to open them.

® Touch the Launcher icon to open the Launcher and
view all your applications.

Widgets are applications that you can use directly on
the Home screen.

The Status bar shows the time, signal strength,
battery status, and other information. It also displays
notification icons.

Touch and hold an empty spot to add a shortcut to
an application, a widget, and so on.

e At the top of the screen, the Status bar displays the time,
information about the status of your phone, and icons for
notifications that you have received.

e Touch the Launcher icon at the bottom of the screen to
view all installed applications.

Viewing other parts of the Home screen
Slide your finger left or right across the Home screen.
These extensions to the Home screen provide more space
for widgets, shortcuts, and other items.

Entering Characters with ATOK
Number Keyboard

QWERTY Keyboard

This keyboard has the characters laid out in the same order
as that of an ordinary PC.

Pictogram/Face Mark/Symbol Panels

These panels allow you to input pictograms, face marks,
and symbols.
Slide left/right to select a category or character.

Character Code/Fixed Phrase Panels

These panels allow you to select and input characters
from a character code table, also to select and input fixed
phrases from a fixed phrase list.

This device was tested for typical body-worn operations with the back of
the phone kept 0.59 inches (1.5 cm) from the body. To comply with FCC

(1.5 cm) must be maintained between the user’s body and the back of the
phone, including the antenna. All beltclips, holsters and similar accessories
used by this device must not contain any metallic components. Body-worn
accessories that do not meet these requirements may not comply with FCC
RF exposure limits and should be avoided.
