For scrolling through cellphone menu options in the submenu
or direct access to the cellphone function assigned to each key
from the idle screen.

For access to the MENU from the idle screen. The key can also
be used to accept your choices when navigating through a
menu.
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AF Lock/Line Feed Key

For the camera to automatically focus the subject and lock it in
the Take Picture mode, and insertion of a line feed in the text
entry mode.

For accessing to the Voice Commands function from the idle
screen or to the Sound Recorder function by pressing and
holding the key from the idle screen.

For activation/deactivation of the vibrate mode in the idle screen.

Camera Key

Video Key

For quick access to the Record Video mode in the idle screen.
Space/PTT Key

For insertion of a space in the text entry mode. The key is used
as a substitute of the PTT Key when the cellphone is in the PTT
mode with the flip closed.

For placing/answering a call, or accessing to the All Calls list
from the idle screen.

Charging/Data Port
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PTT Key

For the utilization of Push to Talk (PTT) when the cellphone is in
PTT mode.

(=) Volume Keys

For the adjustment of master volume in the idle screen or voice
volume during call in progress.

Music Key

For quick access to My Music and capturing of an image in the
Take Picture mode. This key also functions as recording key in
the Record Video mode.

Headset Jack

For the connection of an external headset equipped with
standard 2.5mm plug (sold separately).

Earpiece

Charge Indicator

Turns red while charging.

Camera/Video Key

For quick access to the Take Picture mode or Record Video
mode by pressing and holding the key.

For the connection to your Voicemail server from the idle screen
by pressing and holding the key.

For the entry of numbers, letters, and symbols or selection of
menu items.

Shift Key

For entry of an asterisk (*) character for calling features. The
key is also used to change the character input type in text
