The operation requires 6 "AA" 1.5V alkaline batteries (not included)

for car and one 9V battery (included) for remote control.

o Carefully remove items from package.

e |ocate the battery compartment on the back of each item.

e Unscrew latch on bottom of car to release battery pack and replace
batteries following the correct polarities (Fig.1).
Replace the battery compartment door. Fig.2
Slide open the battery compartment door of the controller.
Insert the 9V battery following the correct polarities (Fig.2).
