Media Format

To play media, the Digital Media Player must be connected to the network, and the Media
Server software must be running. To scan for digital files, go to the computer running the
Media Server software and use the Media tab and Media Import tab. The files may be stored

on any computer on the network, or on a CD in the computer’s CD drive.

The Digital Media Player is compatible with the following media file formats:
« MPEG 1, 2, 4 compressed audio and video files

« JPEG and GIF compressed image files

= BMP and TIFF image files

= MP3s up to 320 Kbps or variable bit rate (VBR)

Manually Setting Wireless Configuration for Hidden Network

In order to configure the DMA to work in a network where the SSID broadcast is disabled,
you must manually configure the wireless settings. Also, it may be necessary to manually
configure an Ad Hoc network.

To configure wireless settings manually:

1. Push the Setting Menu button on the remote.

2. Select Wireless Network Setting, Mode to Client, and Enter General Setting, and
Enter value ESSID.

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Chapter 6 Trouble Shutting

Problem: Can’t find server

Answer: Please make sure you have pressed the “Start Service” button on Media Server after

importing media files.

Problem: The server can only be seen for a short time

Answer: Some firewall or antivirus software may cause failures of the UPNP communications
between SD101 and this Media Server. It is strongly recommend disabling the firewall or

antivirus applications while using Media Server!

Problem: Can’t find IP

Answer: If you use wireless connection, make sure the security settings of the AP you

connected to is correct; if you are using wired connection, check if the cable hooked correctly.

Problem: No Subtitle when plaving “VOB” files

Answer: Please make sure to enable the “subtitle” function by press “subtitle button” every

time when you are watching “VOB” files; also please enable this function with each “VOB” file.
