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Notices on Phone Use

SIM Card

Before using the phone, insert a valid SIM card into the phone.
The SIM card is provided by a network operator.

it contains all the information on the network connection, as well
as the contact directory, telephone numbers and SMS messages
that you have stored in the SIM card. it can be used on any GSM
phones.

To prevent the information stored in the SIM card from being lost
or damaged, do not touch the golden contact area of the card and
keep the card out of electrical or magnetic environment. Once the
SiIM card is damaged, you cannot normally use your phone.
Warning: Switch off the phone before the SIM card is taken out.
Never insert or take out the SIM card when an external power is

connected. The 5iM card and the phone may be damaged.

Inserting and Taking out SiM Card
The golden contact area can be easily scraiched. Before any

instaflation/uninstallation work, take the card out carefully.

1. Switch off the phone, remove the batiery and other external power
SOUrces.

2. Insert the SIM card info the SIM cardholder.

3. To take out the SiM card, first switch off the phong and remove the

battery.

Unlocking SIM Card

The PIN (Persenal Identification Number} code helps to
protect your SIM card against unauthorized use. If you have set a
PIN code, you must key in the PIN code when starting the phone
every time. In this way, you can unlock the SIM card and use the
phone normally. The user can also ciear the password of the SIM

card {for detail, see "Safety Setlings” in the “Setfings” section),

To use the phone;

« Press and hold the “End” key to switch on the phone.

« Key in the PIN code. Follow the instruction to clear any
erraneous typing. End by pressing “OK”.

« After three incorrect PIN code entries, your SIM card will be

focked. Your phone will require you to key in the PUK code. For

detail, see “Safety Setlings™.

Note: The PUK code is provided by the network operator.

Battery

The battery has been 50% charged initially. it can be used
immediately after being unpacked. The full performance of the new
battery is achieved only after three complete charge and discharge

cycles.

Removing and Installing the Battéry

1. To remove the battery, push the battery clip towards the top of the
phone.

2. Align the golden contacts of the baftery bottom with the
corresponding cennectors on the phore. Push the opposite end of

the battery until i snaps into place.

Warning: Switch off the phone before the battery is removed.
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Never take out the battery when the phone is on. Or, the SIM

card and the phone may be damaged.

Charging the battery

» Connect the charger with a power source. Then, connect the

other end of the power cord from the charger to the scocket at the

tase of the phone.

» The battery indicator bar on the display staris scrolling if the
phone is on dusing charging; when the bar stops scrolling, the
battery is fully charged.

+ If the phone is off during charging, an image will appear on the
display, indicating that the battery is being charged. If the phone
is still used when the battery is short of power, it will iake some
time for the image o appear after the battery is connected with a
power source. When the battery indicator bar stops scrolling, the
battery is fully charged.

« When the battery is fully charged, disconnect the charger from

the AC outlet and then the phone.

When the phone switches off automatically or shows “your

battery is running low”, charge the battery timely. If the charge is not
used up, the phone will automatically reduce the time for recharging.

When the phone is on, the time for recharging depends on the
type of use during recharging. When the phone is off, generally the
battery can be fully recharged after 1~2.5 hours. It is normal that the

battery, phone or charger will warm up during recharging.

Note: charge the battery at a ventilated place with ambient
temperature of -10°C~55'C, and use only the approved charger.
Any use of unapproved charger may. be dangerous, and it

breaks the terms on guaranteed repair by the manufacturer.

Switching the Phone On/Off

7o switch the phone on, press and hold the “End” key until the
welcome screen appears on the display.

To switch the phone off, press and hold the “End” key until the

shutting down screen appears on the display.
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Unlocking the Phone

You can set up a lock code to prevent unauthorized use. When
this function is selected, you must key in the lock code o unlock the
phone and use the phone normally. The user can also clear the lock
code (for detail, see “Safety Settings” in the “Seflings” section}.

Key in the lock code by following the instruction. Foliow the

instruction to clear efroneous codes.

Mote: If your lock code is missing, you must contact your

vendor or a qualified local maintenance center to unfock the

phone.

8. * key: Press * to enter * in standby mode, and then when you
press it continuously, you can enter +, W or P. it has more
functions under different modes or function menus.

9. # key: Press # to enter # in standby mode. In standby mode, press
and hold #t to enter/exit the Mute mode. It has more
functions under different modes or function menus.

10. OK key: Press it to enter Camera function in standby mode. It

has the same function as the left soft key in most menus.

11. C key: Press it to delete or edit the text under Text Writing mode.

Press and hold it to delete ali the text.
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Note: Here, to “press” means to press the key and then release
it immediately; to “press and hold” means to press the key and
hold it for 2 seconds or more. 1 and 2 are generally called
navigational keys.

Memory Card

You can use memory cards (TransFlash) on the phone. You can
manage TransFlash in the same way as you deal with files stored in
your phone. You can store voice, animation or text data on the
TransFlash. You can also use a music player or animation player to

play the music and animation files.
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Instafling and Removing the Memory Card

instaliation: Switch off the phone and remove the battery. The
memory card holder is beside the SiM card holder (see
figures above). Slide the cover toward the direction of OPEN
arrow and open the holder. Slide the memory card into the
slot, and slide the cover toward the director of LOCK arrow

- and close the holder. ‘ _
Removal: Switch off the phoné and remove the battery. Slide the

hoidet cover towards the direction of OPEN arrow and open

the helder.
Slide the memory card out of the slot and then close the cover.
Take care. Do not scratch the golden contact area of the memory

card.

Note: Only the compatible memory card (TransFlash) can be
used with the phone. If other incompatible memory cards are
used, the phone may be damaged and the data on the memory
card may also be lost.
