AA BATTERY OPERATION

1. Open the battery compartment (26).
2. Install 3 pieces A batteres for aperation, observing polarty diagram.

RECHARGED BY BUILT-IN DYNAMO DURING EMERGENCY:

1. Tum the POWER SOURCE (7) switch to the PWR OFF position.
2. Turn the DYNAMO HANDLE (8) about 2 turns per second.

Connected an AC/DC adaptor (not
included) which DC === 9V, 250mA, positive center output to the DC IN Jack on the unit as the
figure below. During charging, CHARGING Irdicator willight. (NOTE: For fuly charge, charge it
at least 12 hours each time.)

To operate the unit with batteries. install batteries as follows:

- Slide out the Battery Door.

2. Install 3 AA size batleries (not included) into the battery compartment (26) as the polarity
‘marking inside the battery compartment.

Closing the battery door.

Note: When batteries were installed, the power of build-in rechargeable battery will be cut off
when setting the POWER SOURCE (7) switch to € (AA Battery) position .

BATTERY PRECAUTIONS:

Follow these precautions when using  battery in his device:

3. Turn the AM, FM stations with the TUNING knob (9). the current radio stafion frequency will
appear on the LCD display,

5. Select your area’s NOAA channel with 7 position from the WEATHER CHANNEL (21)
switch.

6. To receive emergency weather alert, turn the unit on, tune to your strongest NOAA channel at
a volume of your preference and select the BAND switch (1) to WEATHER ALERT
position. The radio remains silent until the “alert” broadcast occurs. The NOAA service
broadcasts practice alerts every Wednesday between 11 am and Noon. To receive the
broadcasts, the radio must be within range of the broadcast site, 10 - 40 mies, depending on

TO SET OR RESET ACTUAL TIME

AM- This unit has build-i ferite rod antenna, which provides adequate reception in most areas. It
reception is weak, tum the unit fo improve reception.
Telescopic antenna is for WEATHER/FM reception only. If reception is weak,

1. Seting the POWER SOURCE (7) switch to PWR OFF position
2. Press and hold the TIME SET (18) button, press HOUR (15) button to szt hour, préss
MINUTE (16) button to minute.

T0 SET OR RESET ALARM TIME

1. Setting the POWER SOURCE (7) switch to PWR OFF position.
2. Press and hold the ALARM SET button, press HOUR button to set hour, press MINUTE
button to set minute.

TO ACTIVATE ALARM

Set the actual and alarm time as previous procedures.

Tum off the radio by sliding the POWER SOURCE (7) Switch to OFF position

Press the ALARM Button ance. The alarm icon will appear on the display.

(Make sure radio station and volume level have been set correctly. Otherwise, when there is an
alarm will not be heard.)

T0 SHUT ALARM OFF

1. When alarm comes out, press the ALARM Button once. The alarm will be turn off and reset
for the next day. (Alarm icon will keep on the LCD display.)

2. When alarm comes out, press the ALARM Button twice. The alarm will be tum off and will
not reset for the next day. (Alarm icon will disappear on the LCD display.)
