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2 Get Started 
2.1 Touch Pen 

You need to use your touch pen operating the procedures on the touch screen to 
input the information with conventional keypad. Touch the screen can choose or 
implement a file of command, as in the use of the computer mouse to click on the same. 

Touch pen stored in the phone behind, when you do not need to use it, can be 
inserted back to its jack. 

2.2 Install/Remove Battery 

Your phone uses Lithium battery only. Use original battery or authorized one and 
keep it in good place. 

Install or remove the back cover. Do as the illustration showed below to install the 
back cover according to the upward arrow. Do as the illustration showed below to remove 
the back cover according to the downward arrow.  

Install Battery: Place the battery on the backside of the phone. Clip the top of the 
battery and push it down to lock into place. Take out battery: face the backside of the 
phone, take out the battery just by lifting it up as the illustration showed below. 

  Notices: 
Long press the End Key to power off, wait for 10 seconds, then remove the battery to 
avoid damaging the storage.  

 

2.3 Charging 

Use only original charger or authorized one for this GSM Double-card phone. Insert the 
plug (with arrow on it) of your charger to the charging port at the base of your phone. 

When you begin to charge the battery, the stripe of Signal Strength on the right corner of 
the screen starts to roll. The battery is fully charged when the stripe becomes full and stops 
rolling. Push the buttons on both sides of the charger to take out the plug. 

  Notices: 
（1）Do not charging the mobile phone without battery, in order to avoid damaging the 
phone or adapter; 
（2）Do not be forcibly inserted into joints to avoid damage the phone or adapter;

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2.4 SIM Card 

 
Find the slot place, open the button, and then put the card into it and buckled to fix the 

card. Make sure that the gold-colored contacts on the card face down into the phone, and 
notice the angles cutting.

（1）Must close the phone, charger and then continued to remove the SIM card. 
（2）Please do not touch the metal area to avoid losing and breaking the information in the 
SIM card.

2.5 T-FLASH Card 

T-FLASH card, the formal name of TransFlash card, is an extended memory card that 
stores multimedia files. 
Insert: open the T① -FLASH plastic plug; 

insert the card horizontally with the metal contacts facing upward and hear a ②

click.  
Take out: open the T① -FLASH plastic plug; 

②press the card gently and it will be released after you hear a click.

（1）The card is damaged easily, please do not bend and injury it, and put it far from 
electricity, dust and water. 
（2）Hot swap the T-FLASH card in the idle, avoid swap it during using, that will lead to 
loss the files or ruin. 
（3）T-FLASH card has many brands currently on the market, compatibility varies greatly. 
Suggest using the card in the package or buy the regularity brands as KingMAX, Kingston,

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3 Basic Function 
3.1 Power On/Off 

3.1.1 Normal Power On/Off 

In power off state, you can long press End Key to power on. After the phone power on, 
it will enter into World Wind to select the type of card, and then you can start using.  

In power on state, you can long press End Key to power off.  

3.1.2 Time Power On/Off 

When you start this function, your phone will automatically power on or off on time. 
But during your conversation, it will delay that not be on or off on time. 

The detail refers to [Menu/Settings/Phone Setting/Power On & Off].  

3.1.3 Alarm Power On/Off 

If you start the alarm function, the alarm will prompt when the phone is off. You can 
click [Power] or press [Left Soft Key] to power on.

3.3 Making a Call 

3.3.1 Making a Domestic Call 

In idle, press Numbers key to input the numbers, please add the area code before the 
numbers (Some area does not need the area code.). And then select CDMA or GSM 
network to dial it. 
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3.3.2 Dialing PSTN’s Extensions 

Dialing PSTN’s extensions, you can long press # key to input the pause symbol 
between the host number and ext. number. And then you can select CDMA or GSM 
network to dial it.  

And you can also dial the host number firstly, after the voice prompt, dial the ext. 
number. 

3.3.3 Making IDD 

Long press 0 key to input “+” or input “00” firstly, and then you input the country code 
and telephone number.

Outgoing 

In idle; select [Menu/Calls/Call Firewall/Outgoing] to display the submenus: Restrict 
All, Restrict Part and Only Directory. 
Restrict All: Open or Close this function. If you open it, you can not dial any numbers 
except for SOS.  
Restrict Part: Click Menu or press OK key to display the submenus Add and P.Book. You 
can edit several numbers or several types of numbers. For example, if you edit and start 
“133”, and then you can not dial any numbers which numbers begin with “133”.  
Only Directory: Open or Close this function. If you open it, you can only dial the numbers 
which ones were in phone book.  

5.2.4 Delete Record 

In idle; select [Menu/Calls/Delete Record] to display the submenus: Delete All, CDMA 
Missed, CDMA Incoming, CDMA Dialed, GSM Missed, GSM Incoming and GSM Dialed.
