Vigor2862 series is a VDSL2 router with multi-subnet for secure and efficient
workgroup management. It integrates IP layer QoS, NAT session/bandwidth
management to help users control works well with large bandwidth.

By adopting hardware-based VPN platform and hardware encryption of
AES/DES/3DES, and hardware key hash of SHA-1/MD5, the router increases the
performance of VPN greatly and offers several protocols (such as
IPSec/PPTP/L2TP) with up to 32 VPN tunnels.

2. Connect one end of an Ethernet cable (RJ-45) to one of the LAN ports of the
router and the other end of the cable (RJ-45) into the Ethernet port on your
computer.

3. Connect one end of the power adapter to the router’s power port on the
rear panel, and the other side into a wall outlet.
