* However, you can use HSDPA and WiBro devices only in some specific models.

Q: How can | have access to wireless AP?(For example, wired / wireless router)

A: You should know the name of the router(SSID). In some cases, it requires a security password.

Q: Why is my network often disconnected?

A: Wireless network has big receiving rate due to the neighboring environment. Move to the other place to use it.
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[ Power Unit and Battery ]

Q: Can | use it with the charging adapter plugged into it?

A: If the battery is plugged into the main body, power is supplied simultaneously to the battery and the device.
In this case, the charging time becomes longer than when you charge the battery with the device off, but it doesn’t give any
effect to the device. When you charge it in use, heat is very likely to occur. So it is recommended to charge it with the device off.

Q: The battery becomes hot while being charged.
A: It produces heat due to its chemical response when it is charged or discharged. But it is safe as it has a protective circuit that
blocks power supply at a certain temperature.

Q: What is the battery life?

A: It can be different depending on its using environment and conditions, but it is about 300 times including charging and discharging.

Q: Can | keep having the adapter plugged into the socket?
A: You may do so to prevent power loss. But we recommend to remove it when you don’t use it.

Q: Can | use a different product with the same standard for the adapter?
A: Its polarity can be different even though its output voltage and power supply are the same.
So do not use a different product as possible.

Q: How can | set the warning mark of low voltage?
A: Click the icon of Control Program (CoxWin), and it displays the setting for low voltage warning. It is displayed as %.
You can set it at Control Panel > Power Options of Windows as well.

Q: How long is it for battery to be fully charged?

A: It will take about four hours.

Q: How long is battery warranty?

A: It is six months after purchasing it.

Q: How can | check battery life?

A: If its time gets shorter or swollen by bits, it almost comes to an end.
In this case, replace it with a new one.

[ External devices ]

Q: Can I use all the devices using USB?
A: You can use the keyboard, mouse and memory stick with no problems. But sometimes, such devices as external disk
and CD-ROM need additional power supply.

Q: Can | use an external USB CD/DVD-ROM?
A: Yes, you can. Depending on the devices, you need additional power supply. Some devices are incompatible.

Q: Is an external HDD booting supported? 107
A: Itis possible if it is an external USB type. You should format USB storage unit for making it bootable and set it to a startup disk.
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GPS Receiver and Navigation ]

Q: Can | use any GPS receiver?
A: You can use USB or Bluetooth typed receiver. But they can have some differences in their receiving rates.

Q: Which map can | use for the product?
A: Ifitis a PC version (Windows XP) product, you can use it.

Q: How can | connect to GPS receiver?
A: Go to Control Panel > System > Hardware > Device Manager, and mark the checkbox of ‘Port’ to set it to
the same port and its speed to 9600. For others, see the manual.

Q: It doesn't receive well.
A: If you don't use it for a long time, its receiving is delayed. If it doesn’t work even after 30 minutes, move its location.
If it still doesn’t work, go to Customer Support to have it checked.
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[ Adjusting LCD and Screen ]

Q: What is its basic resolution?
A: Itis 1024 X 600. You can change it in [Display Settings].

Q: How can | control LCD brightness?
A: You can control it by pressing Fn key 6 (darker) or 7 (brighter) from the keyboard.
You can also control it in the control program. (CoxWin)

Q: How can | capture the screen?
A: Press Fn key and P button from the keyboard to capture the screen.

Q: When | touch it with Stylus Pen, the cursor is trembling.

A: Itis normal that the pressure of touch screen is not conveyed only to a point, but to all the neighboring pixels.

Q: My mouse’s point and the touched point are different.
A: You should make a calibration from the control program. (CoxWin).

Q: My touch screen has some scar in it. Do | have to exchange its LCD?
A: As it is All-in-one system, you should exchange it.

Q: Can | use a protective film for LCD?
A: Depending on the kinds of film, some touch senses are poor, or some film make the screen darker.
You should use the recommended film provided by the manufacturer or the stores.

Bluetooth

Q: Can | connect it to all the devices with Bluetooth mounted?
A: Yes. You can connect it to most of the devices.

Q: How can | connect it to Bluetooth devices?
A: Run Bluetooth devices to operate and connect Bluetooth program, and it will find them automatically.

Q: It often disconnects while connecting to Bluetooth.

A: Bluetooth is a wireless local area network device. Its receiving rate to the neighboring obstacles changes big.
So it is recommended for you to use it near the system as possible as you can. For more problems, go to Customer
Support to have it checked.

About options

Q: Hardware (CPU, RAM) is upgradable?
A: No. The main boards are different for each model.

Q: Information of the computer displays different RAM capacity.
A: It shares main RAM with VGA. So it deducts as much as assigned to VGA.

Q: Itis getting slower than | used it for the first time.
A: Please check viruses or the programs installed by a user.
Even if it is slow after reinstalling Windows, you should go to Customer Support to have it checked.
