¢ Your DVA6 navigation software IS NOT a substitute for personal judgment. The route suggestions
should never supersede any local traffic regulation, personal judgment or knowledge of safe driving
practices. Before making any maneuvers (for example, a U-turn or a left turn) suggested by the DVA6
system, please be sure that such a maneuver can be completed legally and safely. Do not follow route
suggestions that could put you or your vehicle in a potentially unsafe or illegal circumstance.

You should not depend on DVAG to locate emergency services (such as police, fire stations, hospitals
and clinics). The database may not include all emergency service providers. It is the best to call your
local police department and ask for directions in these situations.

Set the unit volume at a level that will allow you to hear outside traffic and emergency vehicles.

This unit is designed to be used in a vehicle with a 12-volt battery and negative grounding.
Before installing this unit to a recreational vehicle, a bus, or a truck, make sure the battery
voltage is appropriate for this unit to be used, otherwise, have a professionally installed
transformer to convert the output voltage to 12V.

To avoid short circuit in the electrical system, ensure that the negative battery cable is
disconnected before installation.
