Making a call

* Using phone's keypad

- Dial number on keypad.

m Call-Waiting (3way calling)

receiving waiting (incoming) call and end active call.

- Press and hold volume-up button until you hear short beep 3 times (approximately 4 seconds), then you can accept
waiting (incoming) call and hold active call.

m Volume control & Mute function

- You can adjust volume by pressing volume up and volume down button.
- Press and hold volume down button for 2 seconds, then the headset MIC will be muted by being followed by the melody every 10 seconds.
