The product, 802.11 b/g/n 1T1IR WLAN MINI card, has been granted by FCC under FCC ID:
VQF-RT3290. The intension of this application is to enable the modular certified FCC ID:
VQF-RT3290 to be integrated in Hewlett-Packard Tablet PC, Model: TPN-C115.

The module installed into host platform mentioned above is electronically and mechanically identical to
the original certified module. The Original FCC testing on module under FCC ID: VQF-RT3290 was
performed with an antenna of higher gain, and the antenna was connected to the module in an open
environment. The current host platform under application uses an antenna of the same type but of lower
gain and is installed inside the host platform enclosure. The physical restraints introduced by the host
platform should have resulted in equal or lower level of radiated emission. Therefore, additional
Radiated emission testing was not necessary.
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
