You to have instant presentation and multimedia functions: Start/Pause
slide Show, EsoEnd Slide Show Slide ForwardfBack, Black Screen,
PlayPause, Stop, Volume Up, Volume Down, Track Forward, Track Back,
Mouse control and integrated laser pointer, On/Off to highlight key
points inyour presentation. The wireless connectivity is state of the art
to provide hassle free connectivity (Up to 100 feet max range). The high
end design allows for the USE receiver to connect to the bottom of the
presenter so you will never lose the receiver. All this in an ergonomic
design that is comfortable and easy to use, even while traveling.

HARDWARE INSTAL

Battery Installation - PC & Mac (1):

1. Remove the battery compartment cover.

2. Install batteries with the positive (+) side up &
negative (-} side down.

3. Replace battery compartment cover.

4. Turn on presenter.

Battery Lowr Indication:

When the voltage level of the battery goes
down under the preset level, the presenter
functions may become sluggish or ne function.

There is no battery indicator LED on this
product. Although the presenter will still operate for a while, the user, at
this time, should have a new set of batteries ready for replacement
MOTE: If the presenter is not in use or maoved it will go into sleep mode
(still draining power from the battery), once the presenter is moved, it
will wake up. To cut off the power of the presenter to not drain the
batteries, turn off the presenter by using the OFF button (2).



Connecting the Presenter Recelver:

Remaove the USE receiver from the presenter. {3}
Plug in the USE Receiver to any available USB
port or hub connected to your computer. ()
Windows will now detect the presenter and
install the required drivers automatically. Your
presenter is now ready to be used. NOTE: There
is a laser pointer on this presenter. (CAUTION: Do
not point red LASER BEAN into your eyes of amyone el
eyes, cb not Jook directly into the RED LASER BEAN at
arytime, Keep away fom yourg chilcfen, See Safety
Notice on back of this manual)

Synchronlzation:
MOTE: Windaows should have already installed the
drivers and recognized the presenter, if not or
the presenter isin sleep mode, dick the presenter
button once to wake it up. If this does notwork
you may need to do a manual reconnect or
change the wireless connection channel.
To change the wireless connection channel:
Unplugand replug the USE receiver from the USB
port. Windows will detect the presenter and
install the required drivers automatically.  Your
presenter has now changed channels and isready
to be used. If for some reason, the synchroniza-
tion is not successful please:

a. Remove the batteries and unplug the

receivers
bowait for 20 seconds and then try the above
scenario again.

MOTE: During norrmal use, please make sure that
the presenter is ne more than 100 ft away from
the receiver in order to have reliable connection.

Storing of the Recelver whan traveling:

For added easy travel and loss prevention of the
receiver, you can store the USB receiver on the
bottom of the presenter receiver storage area. {5)
IMPORTANT: Before boarding any aircraft, turn off
of remove the batteries from the wireless
presenter. The wireless presenter can transmit
radio frequency energy, much like a cell phone,
whenever batteries are installed and the presenter
is activated either by touch or button press. The
presenter  can transmit RF energy whenever
batteries are installed and product is on.

Press the “Start Slideshow button”, in Mode 1 to
begin your presentation on screen.
MOTE: Make sure you are ready to begin your
presentation before setting the timers’ time.

If you reed to reset or start over, repeat the
above of turn on and off the presenter and then
repeat the above steps.

TROUBLESHOOTING '

Presenter does not function.
* Check the USE receiver and make sure it is firmly inserted into the
USE port of the computer.
* |f this does not work, restart the computer again and follow the
instructions for Connecting the presenter receiver and
Synchronization sections of this manual.

Presenter is slow or sluggish in movement.
= Batteries could be low in power and need to be replaced.
* There could be interference in the area of the product. Unplug and
replug the USE receiver to change channels.
* Please note, there is no low battery indicator on this presenter.
