● Keyboard Product Function: 
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A. Low power battery indicator 

     The low power battery indicator to remind you to change the batteries when the red/blue led light is sparking. 

B. Power on/off 

     The switch is for maximizing battery life. 

C. ID connecting button 

     Connect the keyboard and receiver. 

D. Battery cover 
    Open battery cover and follow the remark(＋,－) to putting the batteries correctly. 
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● Product operation sequence. 

※ When this product finished from factory, all has completed keyboard and receiver pairing code!  

1. Please put batteries into the keyboard battery cover according to the correct polarity and turn on the power 

switch. 

2. Insert the receiver into computer USB port, then start to use the keyboard. 

 

If the keyboard is unable to use! Please follow operation sequence to set the pairing code. 

1. Insert the receiver into the USB port of computer, then press the keyboard ID connecting button. 

2. After 20 seconds, separately press ID connecting button of keyboard, then finish pairing process.
