Check your child’s activity at regular intervals as this baby monitor will not
alert parents of the silent activities of a child.

Read this user manual carefully before using the product and keep it for
future reference.

To prevent entanglement with the adapter cord, NEVER PLACE THE CORD IN
OR NEAR THE CRIB OR PLAYPEN. DO NOT place the receiver in places
where its AC Adapter cord is within reach of children.

ALWAYS KEEP THE CHILD UNIT, PARENT UNIT AND AC ADAPTER OUT OF
REACH OF CHILDREN.

This product is not intended to be used as a medical monitor and its use
should not replace adult supervision.

It is essential to check the reception regularly. Please refer to the “Testing
the Reception” section for complete instructions.

The BabyFigure™ Monitor is intended for indoor use only.

NEVER use the Transmitter or the Receiver near the water. For example, do
not use near a bathtub, kitchen sink, bathroom sink, in a wet basement, etc.
Always unplug the AC Adapter from the electrical outlets during extended
period of non-use.

Position the Transmitter, Receiver and AC Adapter to allow adequate
ventilation and prevent them from overheating.

To prevent overheating, keep the Transmitter, Receiver and AC Adapter away
from the heat sources such as radiators, heat registers, stoves or other
appliances producing heat. Also, avoid exposure to direct sunlight.

Use only the AC Adapter provided. Use of any other adapters may damage
the Transmitter and/or the Receiver.

Installing & Charging

Fully charge the Parent Unit before removing it from the Charging Base to
use (charge for at least 2 hours).

NOTE : Both units use a rechargeable Lithium-Ion Polymer battery so
there is no need to purchase additional batteries.

(@ Insert the Parent and the Child Unit into the corresponding hole and
jack on the Charging Base, as pictured above.

(@ Connect the jack of the AC Adapter into the hole on the Charging Base,
then plug into an electrical outlet.

@ If you wish to charge without the Charging Base, simply connect the
jack of the AC Adapter into the corresponding hole on each Unit, then
plug the AC Adapter into an electrical outlet.

2. Charging via PC

You may also charge the Units by connecting them to an USB port on
the computer with the Cable provided. The recharging time remains the
same whether charged via AC Adapter or USB port.

NOTE : The green Battery Light indicates a full charge, then you can use
the Unit cordlessly for about 8 hours.

NOTE : While using the Monitor, if you experience a deterioration in audio
quality, you may be nearing the edge of the Audio Link Range
(AUDIO Link). When this occurs, simply bring the Parent Unit closer
to the Child Unit.

* You may use the MP3 even while the Parent and the Child Unit have no
connection with one another.
If you wish to use the Monitor function however, you must first turn off
and turn back on the power of both units to establish a connection.
(To establish a proper connection, turn on the power for both units
almost simultaneously)
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Other Features
1. Adjusting Speaker Volume

1) Child Unit
- Adjust the Child Unit speaker to a desired
volume by pressing Volume+ and Volume—
button repeatedly.

- There are ten (10) Volume Levels.

2) Parent Unit
- Adjust the Parent Unit speaker to a desired
volume by pressing Volume+ and Volume—
button repeatedly.

- There are ten (10) Volume Levels.
NOTE : You only need to adjust the Child Unit

volume when using the TALK function
and the Lullaby function.

2. Monitoring Your Baby in Silence

- Keep pressing Volume- button of the Parent
Unit until it reaches level 0 (Volume Off).

- During the DATA Link Mode, you may also
monitor your baby in silence. (Refer to page 10)

- When baby sound is detected, the Audio
Level Meter is enabled and the meter
increases according to the sound level.

3. Paging the Parent Unit

You can easily locate the Parent Unit by using
the PAGE button on the Child Unit.

1) When the PAGE button located on the Child
Unit is pressed for two (2) seconds, the paging
alert sound is produced.

2) To stop the paging alert, simply press the - ‘-;
PAGE button on the Child Unit, or press any b
button on the Parent Unit.

Other Features
4. Adjusting Crying Detection Level (CDL)

Crying Detection Level (CDL) detects baby cry

and surrounding noise while in DATA Link Mode
or when listening to the MP3 while monitoring.

You can specify the level from Level 1 through

5 depending on the baby’s environment.

5. Using as a Toddler Monitor
When your baby grows up to be a toddler and
can communicate and follow your instructions,
BabyFigure™ can be turned into a Toddler Monitor
by utilizing the arm band.
You can communicate with your child within
a specified range, helping you to be always
aware of your child's safety status.
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Using MP3

The Parent Unit has an embedded MP3 player with 2GB memory for up to
480 songs. Upload and download music by simply connecting the Parent
Unit to a computer USB port. No additional software is required.

Now you can enjoy baby monitoring while listening to your favourite tunes!

NOTE : You can also use it as a 2GB USB 2.0 Flash Drive to store data or photos.
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1. MP3 Operation

1) You can listen to MP3 music in any mode
by using the Jog button located on the side
of the Parent Unit.

NOTES :

- While using the MP3 function, the Monitor
switches to the DATA Link Mode.

- MP3 Light flashes while MP3 is in play.

2) To play music, push the Jog button in.

To pause the music once it has started to play,
push the Jog button in again.

3) To Fast Forward to the next music track,
slide the Jog button up (FF).

To Rewind to the previous music track, slide
the Jog button down (REW).

4) While playing, press and hold “FF” or "REW”
to skip to a desired point in a song.

5) Adjust the volume using the Volume button.

NOTE : The warning “Baby Alert” is played during MP3 playback
when the unit detects baby cry or sound/noise over the specified
CDL Level.

2. Playing Music to Your Baby
(Lullaby Function)

Lullaby function is an innovative feature that

allows you to send the music stored in the Parent
Unit to the Child Unit so you and your baby can
enjoy your favourite music and lullabies together.

1) Press the “f1” button on the Parent Unit for
approximately 2 seconds.

2) Play MP3 music by pressing the Jog button in
on the Parent Unit.

3) To Fast Forward to the next music track,
slide the Jog button up (FF).

To Rewind to the previous music track, slide
the Jog button down (REW).

4) While playing, press and hold “FF” or "REW” to skip to a desired point
in a song.

5) When you change the Mode, the music sharing automatically stops.

NOTE : You cannot listen to the baby’s sounds while you are sharing
music with the Baby Unit.
3. MP3 File Uploading & Deleting
1. Turn on the power of the Parent Unit.

2. Turn on the power of the computer. Using the included USB Cable,
connect the Parent Unit to an USB port on the computer.

3. Select MP3 files from the computer to be uploaded, then simply
“drag & drop” the files to a folder created by BabyFigure™.
This will copy your selected MP3 files.

4. To delete, simply select the MP3 files you wish to delete from the
BabyFigure" folder, click right mouse button, and select “delete”.

NOTE : Make sure the USB Cable is properly connected.
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
