 Basic Operation 
 

 
 

1. LOCK – Make sure the LOCK tab is in the unlocked position 
(down). In the locked (up) position, all controls are disabled 
including the POWER button. 

 
2. POWER – Hold the POWER button down until the startup 

screen shows to turn power on. Hold the POWER button 
down until POWER OFF mode shows to turn power off. To 
put AV8OR into SLEEP mode, hold the POWER button 
down until SLEEP mode shows. To cancel SLEEP mode, 
push and release the POWER button. 

 
3. MENU – Press the MENU button from any page to return to 

the Main Menu page. 
 

4. VOLUME – Rotate the VOLUME knob clockwise to increase 
the volume and counter-clockwise to decrease the volume. 

 
5. SD CARD Slot – Make sure the correct SD card is inserted 

into the SD CARD slot. 
 

6. RST button – Push the RST button on the back of the case 
to reboot the system.
