PROCEDURE

STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before starting the
installation. Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface and turn off the ignition.

STEP 2 Disconnect the power and ground wires from the currently installed lizard
control switch.

STEP 3 Disconnect the lizard light extensions from the controller switch.
STEP 4 Remove the control switch from the motorcycle.
STEP 5 Clean any remaining residue from the motorcycle using mineral spirits.

STEP 6 Clean the installation area with the included alcohol-cleaning pad and
allow the area to dry.

STEP 7 Using the back of your fingernail, rub the back of the adhesive pad on
the new switch to activate the catalyst, and then remove the backing.
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ATTENTION! Ensure the area of installation is free of grease, oil, dirt or other debris to ensure proper
adhesion. Kiiryakyn WILL NOT warranty any parts lost due to improper installation.

ATTENTION! The adhesive will not bond correctly if applied at temperatures less than 50° F. Do not
attempt this installation in temperatures less than 50° F.

STEP 8 Remove the backing from the adhesive and press and hold the switch in place for one (1)
minute. Full bonding strength will occur in 24 hours.

STEP 9 Reconnect the power and ground wires from the switch/receiver to the locations that they
were connected before for the previous controller switch.

STEP 10 Reconnect the lizard lights to the switch/receiver ensuring that the wires line up (red to
red and black to black.)

ATTENTION! Kiiryakyn recommends the use of dielectric grease on electrical connections.

OPERATING THE LIGHTS USING THE REMOTE CONTROL
STEP 1 The switch on the receiver must be in the ON position for in order for the lights to
function using the remote control.

CAUTION!  When the switch on the receiver is in the on position, it will continue to draw a small
amount of power from the battery even though the lights have been switched OFF
with the remote. Therefore when leaving your bike for any extended period of time
turn the switch OFF.

STEP 2 The top (power) button turns the lights ON or OFF.

STEP 3 The Mode Selector button allows the choice of one of three light functions:

e STEADY ON
Once in steady on mode, you can choose the color by pressing the MODE
speed/color selector (+ or — buttons). SELECTOR
e FLASH

Pressing the mode selector again will bring you to the flash; you must
choose the color before entering the FLASH mode, in the STEADY ON
mode. Pressing the speed selectors will speed up or slow down flash rate
of the lights.

e PAINT MODE
Pressing the mode selector again will bring you to the paint mode that will cycle through
the seven colors. To select the speed at which it changes color, you must enter the flash
mode and use the speed selectors to choose the speed, and then reenter the paint mode
and the change in the speed will carry to the paint mode.

PROGRAMMING NEW REMOTES
STEP 1 Turn the selector on the receiver to the SET mode.

STEP 2 Press the power button on the remote and hold until the lights turn on.
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STEP 3 Turn the selector back to the ON position. 2
