This helicopter is baing equipped with the fuselage power batteries (you need
to buy the batteries of the remote controller in addition. ) You must charge the
chargeable batteries full betore flying.And the voltage of the remote controller
is at least 8.4V, You can choose the suitable charger according to the standard
in different countries,
