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3 About Your Device

3.1 Feature Description

In addition to the normal communication Features, the device offers
a wide range of other practical Features such as camera, video
camera, recorder, music player, mobile TV, calendar, clock, alarm
clock, label, calculator, world time, document management, number
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grouping, making your use of the device easy all the time. Please
refer to the use guide of each chapter for the detailed introduction
of each Feature.

3.2 Effective Device Operation

Please pay attention to the following items in order to achieve the best

performance of the device under lowest power consumption:

+ Hold the device when taking via the device. Talk directly to the
microphone with the antenna upward. The device is required to
be held above the shoulders.

¢ Please do not hold the antenna when using the mobile device.
In such manner, not only the conversation quality but also the
power consumption will be negatively impacted, therefore, the
duration of conversation and standby will be reduced.

¢ Continuous exposure to high volume may damage your
hearing. You are suggested not to adjust the volume close to
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your ear. Pay attention to adjust the music and the volume at
conversation at a moderate level.

+ Pay attention to the volume when you are listening to music outside.
Please make sure that you can be aware of the surrounding
circumstances and situations. Special attention shall be paid to when
you are crossing a road.

3.3 Your Device
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¢ Left softkey : Enter the main menu; carry out the corresponding
operations displayed on the left bottom of the screen

Right selection key: Quit the menu is being used.

direction key: You can switch shortcuts in the standby mode.
Send key: to view the recent call detail record.

Camera key: Enter the Camera interface.

End key: return to idle interface in any mode.

#key: press the key for a while to shift between the normal
mode and silence mode.

4 Get Started

Please switch off the device and cut the connection between the
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device and the charger or other connecting equipment when
remove the outside shell. Please install the shell when the device is
in storage or use.

4.1 SIM Card Installation

SIM card, also called intelligent card or user ID card, is provided by
GSM system service vendor. GSM digital mobile telephone can
only be used when SIM card is properly installed. Please contact
your SIM card provider to learn if SIM service and other usages are
provided. SIM card provider may be a service operator, network
operator or other business operator.

Warning: Do not bend or scratch a SIM card, or make it exposure

to static, dust or water.

1. Press the upper part of the back cover and slide it downward to

remove the back cover. Please remove the battery if the battery
is installed.

2. Ensure the SIM card cut is in the same direction with the SIM
card slot and make sure that the gold-colored contact surface is
facing down into the holder.

4.2 Memory Card Installation

Use the memory card to store multimedia files (such as images,
music, video files and etc.)

1. Press the upper part of the back cover and slide it downward to
remove the back cover. Please remove the battery if the battery is
installed.

2. Ensure the memory card cut is in the same direction with the
memory card slot and make sure that the gold-colored contact
surface is facing down into the holder.
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© Note:

¢ Please switch off the device before inserting or removing a SIM
card.

¢ The SIM card and its contacts can be easily damaged by
scratches or bending, so be careful when handling, inserting,
or removing the card. Do not insert and remove the SIM card
frequently.

¢ Keep the SIM card out of reach by small children.

4.3 Battery Installation

Only the original batteries and accessories are suitable to your

device. Keep your device in dry condition when you will not use it

for a long time. Do not keep your device exposure to sunlight. The

battery type of your device is: Nokia BL-5B.

1. Press the upper part of the back cover and slide it downward to
remove the back cover.

Observe the battery contacts and match the contacts to the
corresponding parts in the battery cabin. Put the other side into
the cabin and push the battery till it is completely fitted.

Slide the back cover into its place firmly.

4.4 Battery Charging

The new battery is not fully charged. You need to install and charge
the battery before using the device. In general conditions, the new
battery will work under best condition after several times of charge
and discharge.

¢

Connect the plug of the charger to the charger connector of the
device.

Connect the other plug of the charger to the proper power
supply socket.

When the display shows “charge complete” , pull out the
plug of the charger from the charger connector of the device
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and pull out the other plug of the charger from the power
supply socket.

45 Care and Maintenance of the Battery

This device is powered by a lithium battery. Please choose the

batteries and chargers designated by manufacturer.

+ In order extend the lifetime of the battery, please charge the
battery for at least 8 hours at the firt time when the batter is low
power.

¢ Please disconnect the charge with the power when it is idle. Do
not connect the battery with the charger longer than 1 week.
Overly charging will reduce the lifetime of the battery. Do not
use any damaged charger or battery.

¢ The battery will discharge after a certain time if a fully charged
battery is not in use.

¢+ The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times,
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but it will eventually wear out. When the talk and standby times
are noticeably shorter than normal, replace the battery.
Leaving the battery in hot or cold places, such as in a closed
car in summer or winter conditions, will reduce the capacity
and lifetime of the battery. A device with a hot or cold battery
may not work temporarily, even when the battery is fully
charged. Battery performance is particularly limited in
temperatures well below freezing.

Do not dispose of batteries in a fire as they may explode!
Dispose of batteries according to local regulations. Do not
dispose as household waste.

Do not short-circuit the battery. Accidental short-circuiting can
occur when a metallic object such as a coin, clip, or pen
causes direct connection of the positive (+) and negative (-)
terminals of the battery. This might happen, for example, when
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you carry a spare battery in your pocket or purse.
¢ Chargers do not recommend using voltage 8V.

4.6 Switch the device on and off

Please ensure that your location is allowed for using phones and
the battery with sufficient power is properly installed before
switching on your device. Press the power key for a while. During
the switch-on process, the phone will play switch-on music and
display switch-on animation. If the PIN code of SIM card is turned ©
Note:on, then PIN code will be requested at the time of switch-on. If
the SIM card lock is turned on, then the SIM card lock password will
be requested when the phone is switched on after SIM card
change.

Press the power key for a while to switch off the phone.
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4.7 Answer a Call

The device will ring and display when receiving an incoming call. If
the caller can be recognized, his/her number will be displayed in
the screen (or stored in the name list of directory). Press the Call 1
key or Call 2 key to answer the call.

48 End acCall
Two modes to end a call: press the End key to end a call; press the
end key to end a call.

4.9 Make a Call

¢ Press the call key to call the number. Press the right selection
key to delete the wrong character one by one in the number.

+ For international calls, press * twice for the international prefix
(the + character replaces the international access code), enter
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the country code, the area code without the leading O, if
necessary, and the phone number.

¢ You can search for a name or phone number that you have
saved in Contacts which are stored in the SIM card or the
phone memory. To call the number, select a number or name,
and press the call key.

¢ During making a call, the phone will have a corresponding
display.

4.10 Call Waiting

If your SIM card supports the supplemental service “Call
Waiting” , you can set the function in Conversation Setting>Call
Waiting. After you phone is successfully initiated “Call Waiting”
service, you will hear the prompt tone “Di, Di” when there is a
second incoming call during a conversation. The screen will shift to
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the “Call Waiting” interface and display the number of the
second incoming call. This call is called “Call Waiting” . You can
press left selection key to answer the call and the first call will
automatically stay at holding-on status, or you can press right
selection key to reject the second call and continue the first
conversation.

4.11 Group Conversation

You can talk with several callers via group conversation service (if
your network service provider supports this function). You can
create a group conversation only when you have a held call as well
as an activated call (to answer the two callings). Once a group
conversation is created, the creator can add, disconnect or
separate (leaving the conversation while still being connected) the
calling. All these options are in “Conversations” menu. Up to 5
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callers can join into a group conversation. After the start-up, you
can manage the group conversation and you are the only person
who is able to add a caller to the group.

¢ Start up a Group Conversation

Press the left selection key when a calling is held and another
calling is activated, then choose meeting.

¢ Make a private call while joining a group conversation

To start up a private talk with a member in the group conversation,
press the left selection key and choose talking when the number of
the receiver is showed on the screen.

¢ End a Group Conversation

Press the end key to end a group conversation.

4.12 Write Text

You can input English letter or number by using the keypad. For
example, you need to write text when storing names in the
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contact, writing text information, creating personal Greeting Text
or input items in your agenda.
This device supports both Chinese and English input methods.
Press the key to shift between the two methods. Press the right
selection key to clear the text.
¢ English Input Method
In this mode, each letter can be typed by only one click to input

words. The screen will displace 4 #B€ icon when English Input
Method is selected.

¢  Number Input Method

You can type numbers in a text message only when the Number
Input Method is selected. Input numbers by pressing the

corresponding number keys. The screen will display 1128 icon
when the Number Input Method is selected.
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4.13 Keypad lock (keyguard)

Use the keypad lock can prevent accidental key presses.

¢ Lock the keypad: the keypad will be automatically locked after
the device is in the standby mode for a while when the
automatic keyguard is set on.

¢ Unlock the keypad: the unlocked device will indicate the
keypad unlocking method when you press the any key.

You can store the name and telephone number in the phone
memory or the SIM card.

Add new Contact
The mobile telephone provides two modes for add new entries:
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¢ Select Personal Information Management > Contacts > Add
new contact; press 1 key and | key to choose the group; enter
the name and telephone number of the contact in the editing
interface, and press the right selection key to save.
