Electronic Device

Most modern electronic equipment is shielded from radio frequency (RF) signals. However,
certain electronic equipment may not be shielded against the RF signals from your Mobile
Phone. Consult the manufacturer to discuss alternatives.

Hospital
e Do not take your phone into the operating room (OR), intensive care unit (ICU), or
coronary care unit (CCU).

e Do not use your phone at places for medical treatment where it is prohibited to use
mobile phones.

e When you use your phone near someone who is suffering from a heart disease, turn
down the ring tone volume or vibration properly so that it does not influence the person.

Storage Environment

Switch off your phone when in any area with a potentially explosive atmosphere, and obey
all signs and instructions. Sparks in such areas could cause an explosion or fire resulting in
bodily injury or even death.

Users are advised to switch off the phone while at a refueling point (service station). Users
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are reminded of the need to observe restrictions on the use of radio equipment in fuel
depots (fuel storage and distribution areas), chemical plants, or where blasting operations
are in progress.

Areas with a potentially explosive atmosphere are often but not always clearly marked.
They include the areas below decks on boats, chemical transfer or storage facilities,
vehicles using liquefied petroleum gas, such as propane or butane, areas where the air
contains chemicals or particles, such as grain, dust or metal powders, and any other area
where you would normally be advised to turn off your vehicle engine.

As with other mobile radio transmitting equipment, users are advised that for the
satisfactory operation of the equipment and for the safety of personnel, it is recommended
that the equipment should only be used in the normal operating position (held to your ear
with the antenna pointing over your shoulder).

Care and Maintenance

e Keep your phone and all its parts and accessories out of the reach of small children
and pets. They may accidentally damage these things or choke on small parts.

e Keep the phone dry. Precipitation, humidity, and liquids contain minerals that corrode
electronic circuits.

e Do not use the phone with a wet hand. Doing so may cause an electric shock to you or
damage to the phone.

e Do not use or store the phone in dusty, dirty areas, as its moving parts may be
damaged.

e Do not store the phone in hot areas. High temperatures can shorten the life of
electronic devices, damage batteries, and warp or melt certain plastics.

e Do not store the phone in cold areas. When the phone warms up to its normal
operating temperature, moisture can form inside the phone, which may damage the phone’s
electronic circuit boards.
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e Do not drop, knock, or shake the phone. Rough handling can break internal circuit
boards.

e Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning solvents, or strong detergents to clean the
phone. Wipe it with a soft cloth slightly dampened in a mild soap-and water solution.

e Do not paint the phone. Paint can clog the device’s moving parts and prevent proper
operation.

e Do not put the phone in or on heating devices, such as a microwave oven, stove, or
radiator. The phone may explode when overheated.

e When the phone or battery gets wet, the label indicating water damage inside the
phone changes color. In this case, phone repairs are no longer guaranteed by the
manufacturer's warranty, even if the warranty for your phone has not expired.

Emergency Call

You can use your phone for emergency calls. However, connections in call conditions
cannot be guaranteed. You should never rely solely on the phone for essential
communications.

Battery

e Never use a charger or battery that is damaged in any way.
e Use the battery only for its intended purpose.
If you use the phone near the network’s base station, it uses less power. Talk and
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standby time are greatly affected by the signal strength on the cellular network and the
parameters set by the network operator.

e Battery charging time depends on the remaining battery charge, the type of battery,
and the charger used. The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it
will gradually wear out. When the operation time is noticeably shorter than normal, it is time
to buy a new battery.

e If left unused, a fully charged battery will discharge itself over time.

e Extreme temperatures will affect the charging capacity of your battery: it may require
cooling or warming first.

RF Exposure Information (SAR)

This phone is designed and manufactured not to exceed the emission limits for exposure
to radio frequency (RF) energy set by the Federal Communications Commission of the
United States, Industry Canada of Canada.

During SAR testing, this device was set to transmit at its highest certified power level in all
tested frequency bands, and placed in positions that simulate RF exposure in usage
against the head with no separation, and near the body with the separation of 15 mm.
Although the SAR is determined at the highest certified power level, the actual SAR level
of the device while operating can be well below the maximum value. This is because the
phone is designed to operate at multiple power levels so as to use only the power required
to reach the network. In general, the closer you are to a wireless base station antenna,
the lower the power output.

The exposure standard for wireless devices employing a unit of measurement is known as
the Specific Absorption Rate, or SAR. The SAR limit set by the FCC is 1.6W/kg, and
1.6W/kg by Industry Canada.
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This device is complied with SAR for general population /uncontrolled exposure limits in
ANSI/IEEE C95.1-1992 and Canada RSS 102, and had been tested in accordance with
the measurement methods and procedures specified in OET Bulletin 65 Supplement C,
and Canada RSS 102. This device has been tested, and meets the FCC, IC RF exposure
guidelines when tested with the device directly contacted to the body.

The FCC has granted an Equipment Authorization for this model phone with all reported
SAR levels evaluated as in compliance with the FCC RF exposure guidelines. SAR
information on this model phone is on file with the FCC and can be found under the
Display Grant section of www.fcc.qgov/oet/ealfccid after searching on FCC ID:
WVBAC612X.

For this device, the highest reported SAR value for usage against the head is 1.48W/kg,
for usage near the body is 0.91 W/kg.

While there may be differences between the SAR levels of various phones and at various
positions, they all meet the government requirements.



SAR compliance for body-worn operation is based on a separation distance of 15 mm
between the unit and the human body. Carry this device at least 15 mm away from your
body to ensure RF exposure level compliant or lower to the reported level. To support
body-worn operation, choose the belt clips or holsters, which do not contain metallic
components, to maintain a separation of 15 mm between this device and your body.

RF exposure compliance with any body-worn accessory, which contains metal, was not
tested and certified, and use such body-worn accessory should be avoided.
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
