1. Open the battery cover on the back of the transmitter
and insert 2 AA batteries. Be careful to put each battery
in the correct way.

2. Plug one end of the cable into the pedal(s). if required.
Muny pedals and switches come with a cable and
144" audio plug already installed.

3. Plug the other end of the cable from the pedal into
the transmitter.
