Stepl. If you have not already done so, follow the instructions for setting up your Pogoplug using your router. Please see the

Step2. Now that your Pogoplug is set up, attach your Pogoplug Wireless Extender to any available USB port on your Pogoplug. We
recommend connecting it to the USB port on the front of your Pogoplug.

Step3. Sign in to your Pogoplug account at my.pogoplug.com. Click on the Settings button and then click on the Wireless button in
the left pane. Follow the instructions in this screen to select an available wireless network, and to enter a password if required.

Step4. Disconnect the Ethernet cable from your Pogoplug.
