glNSTALLING OR REPLACING BATTERIES

A\ CAUTION: BATTERIES MUST BE INSTALLED BY AN ADULT ONLY. 4 AA BATTERIES REQUIRED
FOR LADYBUG SCOOPER. ONE 9V BATTERY REQUIRED FOR LADYBUG CONTROLLER.

A. Locate two battery compartments on underside of Ladybug. Unscrew battery cover using small Phillip’s

head screwdriver. Insert two AA batteries into each compartment, observing correct polarity (+/-). Replace the
battery cover and tighten the screw.

B. Unscrew battery cover from underside of Ladybug controller. Insert one 9V battery observing correct
polarity (+/-). Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw.

6 GROW YOUR ORBEEZ®
You will need: 0
A bowl
Strainer
1 cup of clear, filtered water for each packet of Orbeez® Forward/ Side to
1 packet Orbeez® Reverse
1 pinch salt (Tip: a pinch of salt will make your Orbeez® grow smaller but will keep them fresh for longer) t

Sprinkle Orbeez® into a bowl and add a cup of water and small pinch of salt. You can grow as many packets as
you want. Add one cup of water per packet. Each packet will produce between half to one cup of grown Orbeez®.
The purer the water the larger they grow. On/off

Leave Orbeez® to soak in water for at least 4 hours, or overnight, until they reach full size. Remove grown
Orbeez® from water—a strainer works best. Orbeez® will keep their shape for weeks or even months if kept in a
closed container away from the sun. If they shrink, simply add more water to rehydrate.

Turn switch on remote to “on” position. Turn switch on underside of Ladybug to “on” position. Move left toggle
forward and backward to move ladybug forward or reverse. Move right toggle on remote right or left and move

left toggle forward and backward at the same time to move ladybug side to side (see picture #4).Scatter Orbeez®
over a clean floor surface.As you drive the ladybug over the Orbeez®, the Ladybug will collect the Orbeez® through
its mouth. You can press the small pink button in center of remote to dispense the Orbeez®.

eTO CLEAN

To remove clear shell for cleaning, simply lift and remove. To attach shell, align tab at back with notch and insert
under the wings. Remove Orbeez® from Ladybug when not in use and store them in clean, closed container.
