3.Preparation before Use
Install SIM Card

With SIM card, you can use all functions of
your mobile phone. The SIM card save the
parameters needed for communications and personal

data, including PIN (Personal Identification Number)
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code, phonebook, short message and other extra
system services.

Warning: Do not distort or scratch the SIM card nor
let it contact static, dust or moisture. If it is lost,
please contact immediately your network operator
for help.

Before SIM card installation, please switch off
the mobile phone. The SIM card is installed on the
back of the mobile phone.

Install Memory card

storage space, to use some functions, you need to
install a memory card (This mobile phone use
T-FLASH card.)

Install T-FLASH card: Open the back cover to
take out the battery, release the T-Flash card lock,
insert the T-Flash card into its slot, restore the lock
and the battery before restarting the mobile phone.

4.General Instructions for Mobile Phone

As the device supporting Bluetooth wireless
technology performs communications via wireless
wave, you need no keeping the device opposite to
other devices but keep the distance between them
not more than 10m (about 33”"). However, Bluetooth
connection can be affected by wall or other
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electronic equipments etc. To ensure mutual
operation between this device and other devices
supporting Bluetooth wireless technology, consult
the manufacturer to confirm whether the device by it
is compatible with this device.
