BATTERY LOADING:
(FOR MAXIMUM PERFORMANCE, USE ALKALINE BATTERIES)

1. Do not mix old and new batteries (No mezcle pilas nuevas y usadas).

2. Do not mix alkaline, standard (Carbon-Zinc), or rechargeable (nickel-
metal hybrid) batteries.

BATTERY REQUIREMENTS:

Vehicle: (See diagram 1)

1. Slide the ON/OFF switch to the ‘OFF’ position.

2. Unscrew to open the battery cover.

3. Insert 4 new ‘AA’ size alkaline batteries into the battery compartment,
making sure to note the engraved instructions for the correct polarity
(+and -)

4. Replace the battery cover.

Transmitter: (See diagram 2)

1. Unscrew to open the battery cover.

2. Insert 3 new ‘AAA’size alkaline batteries into the battery compart-
ment, making sure to note the engraved instructions for the correct
polarity (+ and -)

VEHICLE OPERATION:

1. Slide the ON/OFF switch to the ‘ON’ position. (See diagram 3)
FORWARD: Press the forward button to make the vehicle drive for-
ward. (See diagram 4)

3. REVERSE AND TURN: Press the reverse button to make the vehicle
drive backward in a circular path. (See diagram 5)

4. SOUND EFFECTS: Press the different buttons to make different
sound effects. (See diagram 6)

5. To store your vehicle, slide the ON/OFF switch on the vehicle to the

‘OFF’ position and remove all batteries from the battery compartment.
