1. Key Explanation 
1. Left Key 

Performs functions in lower left display. 
 

2. Right Key 
Performs functions in lower right display. 
 

3. Call Key 
 Make call 
 Answer calls 
 Press when idle to see the Call Logs. 

 
4. End Key 

End or reject calls; Press and hold this key to turn the phone on/off. 
 

5. Up and Down Direction Key 
 Scroll to select options 
 In standby mode press to open corresponding applications 
 In edit message status press to select needed word 
 In function menu, scroll to open corresponding function 

 
6. Left and Right Direction Key 

 Scroll to select options 
 In standby mode press to open corresponding applications 
 In edit message status press to select needed word. 

 
7. OK Key 

 In standby mode, press End key + Call key to lock the phone. 
 When the phone is lock, Press the Right key + Call key to unlock it. 
 In standby mode, press OK key to open shortcuts functions 
 Select and enter options. 

 
8. 0-9 Keys 

 In standby mode press number keys to input dialing number;  
 In standby mode, press and hole 1-8 key to directly call the number set before, which is speed 
dial; In edit status, press to input numbers, characters and phonetic notation;  

 In edit mode, except input number, press 0 key to input space;  
 In functional menu, press number to speed select submenu. 

 
9. * Key # Key 

 
Functions vary in different situations or function menus:  



 In inputting status, “*” for symbols. 
 In inputting status, “#” to switch inputting methods. 
 In standby mode, hold “#” to switch the phone in silent mode. 
 In standby and dial mode, press and hold “*”, you can input +, P and W.  
 In standby mode, input “+” for an international call; in dial status, input “P” for calling 
number with extension phone. 

 
10. Side Key 

 During a call, adjust headphone volume. 
 When playing MP3, adjust MP3 volume.  
 When there’s a call, adjust caller ring tone volume.  
 In standby, press the top side to activate the camera.  
 In standby press and hold camera side key to use flashlight. 

 
 
 

2. Getting Started 
 
Battery Install Notice 
 Before you install or change battery, please ensure you already turn off the phone. 
 
Install or change SIM card Notice 
1. Before you change SIM card, please make sure you already turn off the phone and dispose 
battery. 
2. Open the SIM Card holder, insert the SIM card and make the golden contact area face down and 
the nick face out. When removing SIM card, please release the SIM card holder out first, then 
gently pull it out. 
 
Warning: When charging, in order to avoid serious damage to phone circuitry, do not remove or 
dispose the battery. 
 
Charge the battery 
1. Before charge the battery, please make sure that the battery is installed properly in the phone. 
2. Connect the charger lead to the phone socket, and then connect the charger to the AC socket. 
3. If the phone is on when it’s charging, charging display will be on the screen. If the phone is off 
when it’s charging, user can use it while charging. When the battery is fully charged, the charging 
indicator on the screen is full and stops twinkling. The first time in use, please completely 
discharge and then completely charge the battery then use the phone again. The second time in use, 
you also need to completely charge the battery after it completely discharged, three time like this, 
your battery can achieve the full performance. 
4. Long period unused or some other reasons may cause low battery pressure, so at the beginning 
of charging the screen is black and it may take a while before the charging indicator appears. 
 



Warning: When charging, in order to avoid serious damage to phone circuitry, do not remove or 
dispose the battery. 
 
Turn on/off the phone 
1. To turn on/off the phone, press and hold the End Key.  
2. If the phone asks for PIN code, please insert password (display****).



3. Calls 

3.1 Make a Call 
Making a call by dialing numbers: 

1. In standby mode, enter the phone number. If you want to change the numbers, press left 
and right direction key to move the cursor and press the right key to delete a number. Press and 
hold the right key to delete all characters. 

2. Press the call key to call the number. Press the left key to enter the options of IP dial, 
save, send message, send multimedia message, etc.  

3. Press the end key to end the call or to cancel the call attempt. 
Making a call using the Phonebook: 

1. In standby mode, press the right key to enter the phonebook and use up and down 
direction key to choose; or input the needed letter (phonetic) to search, then use up and down 
direction key to choose. Press the call key to call. 

2. You also can enter the phonebook list from functional menu, then search and call. 
Call the Dialed calls, Received calls, Missed calls or Rejected Calls: 
 
Speed dialing method: 

1. In standby mode, press the call key to view the call log list, missed calls.  
2. Use up and down direction key to choose and then press the call key to call. 

Making a call using call logs: 
1. In standby mode, press the left direction key to view the functional menu, press the 

direction key and choose Organizer; select Call History and press left key to open it.  
2. Press up and down direction key to choose from missed calls, dialed calls, received calls 

and rejected calls 
3. Press up and down direction key to choose the needed number and press the call key to 

make a call.  

3.2 Answer an Incoming Call 
1. Press the call key to answer an incoming call. 
2. To adjust the volume, press up and down side key. 

3.3 Call Option 
 This phone offers multiple functions during a call (most of these are internet services; you 
need to apply from the supplier first). During a call, following functions can be actualized if you 
operate according to the instructions on the screen. Press up and down direction key to choose the 
wanted function and press select key to enter. 

 Hold: Pause the call. 
 End: end the present call only. 
 New call: ready to make a new call. 
 Phonebook: the same as phonebook list in the functional menu. 
 SMS: the same as SMS in the functional menu. 
 Sound Recorder: enter record mode. 



 Mute: Turn off the Microphone to make your voice not to be heard. 
 DTMF (Dual-tone Multi-frequency): you can choose on/off; which is to send dual-tone 

multi-frequency sound, this can offer dialing to the telephone numbers with extensions. 
 Conference: Enter multi-way conferencing, you can answer an incoming call and add 

new participants according to the prompt; Keep the ongoing multi-way conference; 
Have a private conversation while keep all the others on; Get through one participant 
with another one; Quit yourself from the conference; Keep one of the participants on; 
End current call and all the calls that are on hold.  

 In call background 
  Status: on/off 
  Play Setup: volume (0-7).  
  Continuous Play/ Play Once (1-120sec) 
  Background Sound List: select background sound 
 
 

4. Function Menu 
 

4.1 Organizer 
 In standby mode, press left key to enter the functional menu. Scroll to Organizer using 
direction keys and press left key to select and enter its menu. 

 
4.1.1 Calendar 

 After enter calendar functional menu, select different year, month and date using direction 
keys, you can do the followings to selected date: 
1.  Pending tasks: if there is special background color on a date which means there is some 
pending tasks on that day. When you add a new pending task, you can do the followings: 
- Input year, month, and day;  
- Input task duration time;  
- Edit a 100 characters words’ note;  
- Set alarms on/off using left and right direction key;  
- Set alarm date using left and right direction key. 
In pending tasks schedule menu, select pending task using up and down direction key, you can do 
the followings to selected task: 

 Edit task: browse and select tasks options to make proper settings. 
 Add: add a new task. 
 Delete task: delete present task. 
 Delete all: delete all tasks on the same day. 
 Send vCalendar: save reminder through SMS, MMS, Bluetooth, or using save to file to 

an appointed location. 
2.  Jump to date: input the appointed date, and then press ok to enter its functional menu. 
 

4.1.2 Alarm 



There are five kinds of default alarms. 
Press edit to enter alarm settings menu. Select edit option using up and down direction keys: In the 
first row, select alarm on or off using left and right direction key; in the second row, input alarm 
time; in the third row, press left and right direction keys to select alarm types which consists of 
one time, everyday and weekdays. In fourth row, press left or right direction key to choose sleepy 
time (1-10mins). When alarm type is customized, press down key->left key->left or right direction 
keys to choose day. In fifth row, press left or right direction key to change ring style. In sixth row, 
press left or right direction key to turn on/off the Shake Control: when it is on, once alarm rings, 
just a shake and it will stop ringing. 
 Once you have selected everything, press done and choose to save it. The other alarms are set 
up the same way. 
 

4.1.3 To do list: 
All pending tasks saved in calendar, please see “Calendar”. 
 

4.1.4 Call History: 
4.1.4.1 Missed calls 

Press the up and down direction key to choose the item needed. After operation press the back key 
to go back to the previews menu. 

4.1.4.2 Dialed calls 
Press the up and down direction key to choose the item needed. After operation press the back key 
to go back to the previews menu. 

4.1.4.3 Received calls 
Press the up and down direction key to choose the item needed. After operation press the back key 
to go back to the previews menu. 
 In missed calls, dialed calls and received calls, press the up and down direction key to choose 
the items, then press the left key, then you can check every call, including its date, time, name 
(appears only if the name is saved), phone number and call times. In the checking, press the left 
key you can operate the present call which contains delete, save, call, IP dial, edit, send SMS, send 
MMS and add it to the Black List. 

4.1.4.4 Rejected Calls 
List the calls you rejected. 

4.1.4.5 Delete Call Log 
It’s used to delete missed calls, dialed calls, received calls and all calls lists. 

4.1.4.6 Call Time   
This item contains operations to the call list as following: 

1. Last call time: check the latest call duration. 
2. Total sent: check the total duration of dialed calls. 
3. Total received: check the total duration of received calls. 
4. Reset all time: clear all the duration record. 

4.1.4.7 Call cost 
This item offers information about call costs. 

1. Last call cost: check the latest call’s cost. 
2. Total cost: check all the calls’ cost. 



3. Reset cost: clear all the call units’ record. 
4. Max cost: you have to input PIN2. 
5. Price per unit: you have to input PIN2. 

4.1.4.8 GPRS counter 
To check the last sent, last received, all sent and all received data amount. It can also reset the 
counter. 
. 

4.1.5 Sound warning (Unread SMS) 
It can be set on/off, and interval for the warning can be 0, 1, 5 or 10mins. 
 

4.1.6 Sound warning (Missed call) 
It can be set on/off, and interval for the warning can be 0, 1, 5 or 10mins. 
 

4.1.7 Time Speak (Chinese Only) 
  Your mobile provides a vocal clock.. 
  Press the Ok Key to enter Time speak menu. Press Up, Down direction key to select the 
different settings to edit: First row: Press Left, Right direction key to set the function On/Off; 
Second row: Select the minute; Third row: Select the start time of this function; Forth row: Select 
the end time of the function. 
  Once settings are done, select Done and save. 
 

4.1.8 Health 
Record your own health conditions. 
 

4.1.9 World Clock 
Enter world clock to view the time in different city of the world by using the direction keys. 
 
 

4.2 Business Zone 
4.2.1 E-mail 

  It can send and receive E-mail, create new, check inbox, outbox sent, draft, cycle and mail 
setting. 
 

4.2.2 Black List 
 Mode: Choose between Function Off, Black List, Red List. 
 Black List Number: Choose Individual, Group or Exclude PHB and set the numbers you want 
to add in Black List. All the numbers in the black list wont be able to reach you. 

 Red List Number: Choose Individual, Group or Exclude PHB and set the numbers you want 
to add in the Red List. Only the number in the Red List will be able to reach you. 

 Time Slitted: This function offers you two choices: 
 -All in black list: Select a time to activate the black list or the red list. 
 -Any number: Select a time during which any call can not reach you (black list 

enable) or all the call can reach you (red list enable) 



 Message: Enable or disable this function: send a message to the numbers which have been 
rejected by the Black List Function. You can edit the content of the message. (Warning: The 
message sent is a common SMS and it may cost you money). 

 If the message is set Off, it will not send message to the callers that have been blocked. 
 

4.2.3 SMS Black List 
Once this function is activated, it will automatically block SMS from the number or the pattern of 
the message. 

 Mode: Enable or disable the function. 
 Patterns: Edit the kind of pattern you want to block.  
 Numbers: Select the numbers from which you don’t want to receive SMS. 

 
4.2.4 Self Help 

Press left key to enter the menu and there will be following options: 
 Self help status: on/off 
 Send List: set contact as receiver of self help message. 
 Sending message: edit self help message. 

In standby mode, hold 0 key to turn on self help, then your phone will be in silent mode, send 
message to default receiver and answer call automatically. 
 

4.2.5 Private Protect 
Select Private Protect and press Ok, Input the password (default password is 1122), Press Ok, and 
enter the menu: 

 Call Log Protect: On/Off 
 Phone Book Protect: On/Off 
 Message Protect: On/Off 

 The default password can be changed: Enter the menu then: Settings-Security Setup-Change 
Password-Phone Lock Password. 
 

4.2.6 AntiSteal 
Press left key to enter the menu and there will be following options: 

 State: On/Off. 
 Notify Number: Set a number that can receive SMS. 
 Set Password: Reset the password. 
 Help: Explanation of the AntiSteal Function 

Once this function is activated, if your phone is lost and someone change the SIM card to use it, 
the phone will automatically send a SMS to the number previously set to tell you the new number 
used. 
 

4.2.7 Remote Control 
Enter Remote Control, and there will be the following menu: 

 Remote-Controled Function: Activate the remote control function for: Power Off 
Call Transfer, SMS Transfer, Fetch phonebook, Fetch SMS, Format storage, Delete 
Phonebook, Delete SMS or Delete Call Log.  



 Number 
 Any Number: It is possible to control the phone from any number. 
 Fixed Number: Only the number that received the notification can control the 

phone. 
 Command Example: Give an example of how to use this function and the different 

commands. When remote control is on, you can send SMS to control the phone. 
For example, “TYSMSRC123456POFF” is to turn off the phone. 'TYSMSRC' is 
the prefix of remote control, '123456', ‘123456’ is the identifying code and ‘POFF’ 
is the command. The identifying code can be changed in the subsidiary menu. 

Commands：（Hypothetical code 123456） 
 TYRC123456POFF      Turn off the phone 
 TYRC123456TCALL    Transfer call 
 TYRC123456TMSG     Forward SMS 
 TYRC123456GPB       Retrieve PHB 
 TYRC123456GMSG     Retrieve SMS 
 TYRC123456FDISK     Format 
 TYRC123456DPB       Delete PHB 
 TYRC123456DMSG     Delete SMS 
 TYRC123456DCALL    Delete Call Log 
 
PS: the remote code must be the same as inquired, or it will not be executed. 
 

4.2.8 InCallLeaveWord 
You can set up an answering machine. 

- Settings: 
  InCallLeaveWord: Open or Close 
  SetRingTimeBLW: Choose between 5, 10, 15, 20 seconds 
  SetLeaveWordTime: You can choose 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 minutes or no limit for the message 
time limit. 
  StorageOfLeaveWord: Choose to save the messages in your phone or in the memory 
card. 

- LeaveWordList: List all the message you received. 
- LeaveWordHintVoiceSet: Record the message you want to set on your answering machine. 

 
 

4.3 Fun & Games  
 In standby mode, press left key to enter functional menu. Scroll to Fun & Games 
using direction keys, press left key to select and enter Motion Games, JAVA, Java 
settings, Games and Games settings. 

 
4.3.1 Motion Games 

Press left key to enter motion games and operate following options: 



Start: start a new game. 
Game Setting: Select the different settings. 
Event Setting: Set relevant files. 
 

4.3.2 Java 
 Press left key to select a game, and press again the left key to do the following options: 
Launch: launch games. If you paused a game you will be able to choose between resume and 
terminate it. 
Setting: set network access, auto invocation, messaging, multimedia, read user data, write user 
data.  
Information: display JAVA name, size, version, vendor, website, authorized status. 
(Note: User can download and install Java games on the phone.) 
 

4.3.3 JAVA setting 
User can set JAVA audio effect, JAVA vibration on/off and executing memory size 
. 

4.3.4 Games 
 Press left key to enter games, select one game and press left key to open it, you can do the 
followings: 

 Resume: continue executing the game status of last leave. 
 Start game: start a new game. 
 Best Grades: list the high score list. 
 Game Help: games rule instructions. 

 
 

4.3.5 Games Settings 
You can set the followings: 
- Game Audio 
- Game Vibration 
- Volume 
 
 

4.4 Phonebook 
It can save name, numbers, groups and Email etc in a contact; SIM card can just save one 

number in a contact. 
Note : the storage of SIM card is different. 

 
 In standby mode, press right key to enter the phonebook list. Press up and down direction key 
to choose the name, press call key to call the corresponding phone number, press right key to exit 
and back to standby, press left key to operate to the present name’s record as followed: 

 IP dial: Automatically add the IP number for the long-distance telephone. 
 Send SMS: send a text message  
 Send MMS: send a multimedia message 
 View: view the detail information about chosen name. 
 Add New Entry: Add a new Contact 
 Edit: please see the Edit below. 



 Delete: please see the Delete below. 
 Copy: Copy the present record to another save location. From example: From SIM 

card copy to mobile phone, from mobile phone copy to SIM card. 
 Move: Move the present record to another save location. From example: From SIM 

card move to mobile phone, from mobile phone move to SIM card.  
 Duplicate: Copy the present record to the same save location. From example: From 

SIM card copy to SIM card, from mobile phone copy to mobile phone. 
 Send vCard: It can be done through sending message, sending multimedia message 

or using Bluetooth. It also can be stored in mobile phone as file. 
 Except above functions, there are also some other operations. Enter the Menu, select 
Phone Book and you will be able to do the following functions: 

 Quick search: please see the Search below. 
 Search Entry: please see the Search below. 
 Add new entry: please see the Add contact below. 
 Copy all: copy a batch of record. From example: From SIM card to mobile phone 

and from mobile phone to SIM card. 
 Import and Export: Import or Export a Contact file in .cvs or .txt format. 
 Delete: please see the Delete below. 
 Caller group: please see the Caller groups below. 
 Extra Number: set owner number and SOS numbers. 
 Settings: View the Contacts state, set the Contacts default save location and other 

related functions like personalized ring tone. 
 Caller Picture: Select a personalized picture for your contact. 
 Caller Ring Tone: Select a personalized ring tone for your contact. 
 Caller Video: Select a personalized video for your contact  

 
 

4.4.1 Search 
 The Chinese name is sorted by phonetic characters. Number comes first, then English name 
and Chinese name. 
This phone support following search methods: 

 Quick Search: 
 In present menu, press # to switch needed inputting method. 
 While searching, input characters to find the numbers that satisfy the input. 

 For example: To search records named “张”, first check whether the inputting method is 
Smart Phonetics, then press 9 key four times to input Z you will find it. If search for English 
words begin with capital character “Z”, press # key to switch inputting language to abc, then 9 key 
four times to “Z”, you will find it. 

 Search from phonebook function menu: 
 In the Phonebook list, press up and down direction keys to search, press left key to 

select. 
 In the edit menu, press # to switch inputting method or press right key to choose 

inputting method. After input name, press left key to search. 
 



 
4.4.2 Add New Entry 

 In standby mode, press left key to enter the list of functional menu. Choose Phonebook then 
press OK to enter its functional menu, you can see add this new function option. 

 In add to SIM card and add to mobile phone, press up and down direction key to 
choose the target save location for the new contact. 

 Note: if add to SIM card, then the quantity of numbers will be different from 
different SIM cards. 

 When screen displays add name menu, to view information about inputting method 
you can check “inputting method”. 

 When you input a fixed telephone number, please also input its area code. Then input related 
contents after specific icon as followed instructions: 
First Row  : Input and edit name; 
Second Row : Input telephone number; 
Third Row : Input home telephone number; 
Fourth Row : Input company name; 
Fifth Row : Input E-mail address; 
Sixth Row : Input office telephone number; 
Seventh Row : Input fax number; 
Eighth Row : Birthday; 
Ninth Row : Select image; 
Tenth Row : Select short cut of video; 
Eleventh Row : Select ring tone; 
Twelfth Row : Select caller group; 
 Note: above contents are inputted when choose save to mobile phone. If you choose save to 
SIM card, you can only input name and a phone number but some SIM support caller group. 

 After finish inputting an item, press up and down direction key to scroll to the next 
input item. 

 After finish input, press left key to edit or to make changes to the input. After 
ensure the input, press left key to confirm or press right key to finish, while 
pressing left key can save the new record. 

 Back to the Phonebook menu, pressing end key can return standby mode. 
 
 

 
4.4.3 Delete 

 In standby mode, press left key to enter the phonebook functional menu, press left key to 
view the function option that contains delete option, choose to delete the present record. You also 
can clear all the records in both SIM card and mobile phone as followed operations: 

 Enter phonebook in functional menu, press left key to select and view; 
 Choose delete, then scroll delete options like from SIM card, from mobile phone 

and delete one by one; 
 Press left key and input correct password to do delete operation. 

 



4.4.4 Caller groups 
 In standby mode, press left key to enter the phonebook functional menu, press left key to 
select and view. Scroll to caller group using up and down direction key. You can edit for 5 default 
caller groups consists of friends, family, VIP, business and others respectively. Edit options 
contain ring tone, group image, group indicator, group video and group members. When it’s done, 
press right key to finish, choose yes/no in save, then get back to caller groups’ functional menu. 
 

4.5 Messages 
 

 In standby mode, press left key to enter functional menu. Scroll to messages using direction 
keys. This function has six options: text messages, multimedia messages, chat, voice mail, 
information messages and voice messages. 
 

4.5.1 SMS 
1. In inputting methods, there are capitals, lowercase letters, intelligent capitals, intelligent 
lowercase letters, numbers, Pin Yin, intelligent Pin Yin, simplified strokes and inserting symbols 9 
methods totally. You can also use the tactile screen to write each letter (if English) or word (if 
Chinese) of your text message. 
2. When the cursor is in edit area, press right key shortly to delete the previous character; press 
and hold right key to clear al characters in edit area. Shortly press end key to return standby. 
3. After you finish a message, press left key to do the followings options: 

3.1 Done: after all items are finished editing, press the OK to do sending this message 
operation. 

 Save and send: send and save this SMS into Outbox. 
 Send only: directly send this SMS. 
 Save: save this SMS directly into Outbox. 
 Send SMS: Select the recipient directly from the Phonebook. 
 Send to many: press select, add contact names you want to send to into the list, then 

press back and send. Like this you will send this message to all contacts that are in 
the list. 

 Send by group: press select, choose the caller group you want to send to, the press 
back and send. Like this you will send this message to all contacts that are in this 
group. 

3.2 Use template: there are 10 templates already, which can be edited again when writing a 
message. 

3.3 Insert object: you can insert picture, my picture, predefined animation, my animation, 
melody, my melody and predefined sound.  

3.4 Format Text: there are large, medium and small font sizes for message; there are Bold, 
Italic, Underline and strikethrough for font style; there are Justified, left, Center and 
Right for alignment; for a new paragraph, there are Justified, left, Center and Right four 
edit types.
