The USB drive also supports security protection eend be formatted as a USB ZIP Drive, or as a boot-
disk with Hard Disk Drive (HDD) format. With the lpeof the tools, you are able to partition a gehera
purpose, or secure, or a boot USB disk.

Note, to use the disk on your computer, you haviintbout the type of the boot disk
supported by your computer. Then make the bootabshkplying with your computer.

But, due to the different design or updating ofreaendor’s BIOS, we do not guarantee the
boot disk will work on any computer.

ZIP boot disk hag modes 32 Sector and63 Sector. Most computer motherboards

support 32 Sector mode only few computer motherboards support 63 Sector
mode.

2. Login and Manage Secure USB Drive

The secure flash disk can work under Windows 9&0@%/XP/Server 2003. There are two methods
to manage a secure flash disk. If you are not wgrkis administrator, you have only one way to
manage the secure flash disk.

Double clicking the
flash disk icon under “My Computer”, you will seeetPWD icon residing in the disk.

Frequently Asked Questions

1. Q: When you insert the USB drive into your compuler first time, the system can not automatically
find the device.

A: First, check whether you have tightly insertieel device into the port or not. If the connectisiok,
one possibility is that, the port may not have beeabled by the settings in your computer’'s BIOS.
Restart your computer and go into the BIOS Setopeguiure and enable the USB port. Another
possibility is that the USB driver in your compusgstem was not correctly installed, or the drives
correctly installed but has not been activatedhis case, please check the relevant user’s mamdal
re-install the driver correctly if necessary.

2. Q: Does the USB drive have to be connected to a PSBort on the computer?

A: No. USB flash drive is downward compatible. Yanase a USB 2.0 drive on USB 1.1/1.0 port,
but the data transfer rate will be slowed.

3. Q: My computer has only a USB 1.1/1.0 port, howdoess a USB drive with high speed data rate?
A: You can buy a USB 2.0 PCI card and install itboytiur computer. Then use this new port to access
your USB 2.0 drive with high speed data rate. Yustill able to use your USB 2.0 drive on a USB
1.1/1.0 port with slower data transfer rate.

4. Q: When | first time insert the drive into my computthe system recognizes the device as “Unknown
Device” or other device. When | second time inffegtdrive into my computer, the installation prompt
no longer shows up. So, how do | correctly indtal driver software?

A: You only need to go into the “Device Manager” gnam, and remove the “Unknown Device” from
there and then click the “Refresh” button. The eystvill return to normal shortly.

5. Q: What should | pay attention to when | plug or lugpthe flash drive?

A: Do not unplug the drive just after you plug itarthe USB port. Especially, do not repeatedly
quickly plug and unplug the drive. Keep the intétvetween plug and unplug at least 5 seconds long.

6. Q:lam using Windows 2000, why there is only ongipaned flash disk drive icon on my computer?
A: Go to the relevant website and download the Wivel@000 Service Pack 3 and Service Pack 4 and
install them into your computer. Then the two icarik show up.

8. If you need format the Flash Disk from Secure DiskSecure Disk,At first you need formatted it to
general Disk.,and then you can format it to Se@isd.

9. If you need format the Flash Disk from Secure DiskBoot Disk or Secure Disk,At first you need
formatted it to general Disk.,and then you can fatrinto Secure Disk or Boot Disk.
