CHARGING THE HEADPHONES

The headphones come with a builkin rechargeable
battery. Before using it for the fist fime, we recommend
you charge the batiery fully. Only use the suppiied USB
cable to charge the headphones.

Connect the USB cable tc a computer USB port and the
USB plug to the charging jock of the headset. The red LED
light will Buminate while the headphones are charging.

A full charge of the battery takes around 3 hours. When
the battery & fully charged, the LED ight wil fum off
automatically. Disconnect the headset at this point. The
headset wil then be ready for use.
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When the battery s low. the LED wil flash red ever 30
seconds and issue a waming beep. When this happens,
charge your headset.

TURNING HEADSET ON/OFF
Power On: Press and hold the Power On/Off button for 10
seconds unfil the LED flashes red and green.

Power Off. Press and hoid the Power On/Off button for 3
seconds. The red LED light will flash three fimes and fhen
the headset wil tum off.

PAIRING THE HEADPHONES

1. Ensure the headphones are tumed off. If they are not,
please fum off the headphones first before paiiing.

2. Press and hold the Power On/Off button for 10 seconds
until the LED flashes red and green. This will indicate your
headphones are now in paiing mode.

3. Place the headphones and the Bluetooth device to
which you woud ke o par it within the operating

o enabile Bluetooth on your device.

5. Once you have aclivated Bluetooth on your device,
select the earphones “BT HEADPHONE™ from the [ist of
available Bluetooth devices.

6. Please note, pailing mode on the headphones wil last
for two minutes. If no devices are paired after two
minutes, the eaphones wil automatically refum to
standby mode.

7. pairing is unsuccessful, fum off the headphones fist
and repar folowing the cforementioned steps. Once
you have the earphones with a device, the
headphones wil remember this device and wil pair
automatically when the device's Bluetooth s activated
and in range. You do not need to re-pair any previously
connected devices.

LSTENING TO MUSIC

Once the headphones are paired fo your device, you
can siream music lo the earphones. Select the:
frack you wish to listen to on your device to listen via
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eaphones. Should you encounter any problems whie
sireaming, please refer to your device's user manual.
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1. Answering a Call

When a call comes in, you will hear a ring tone and the
headset will flash red and green. Press fhe Mulfifunction
Button fo answer the call. the LED indicator light will fum
green to indicate the callis connected. Press the volume
«confrol buttons to adjust volume on your call.

2. Rejecting a Call

When a cal comes in, to reject the cal, press the
Multtifunction Button twice in quick succession to reject
the cal.

3.Cal

During the call, press and hold the play/pause button to
forward a cal. Press and hold the play/pause button
‘again to refum fo your call.

end or disconnect the call.

5.Rediaing

Press the Mulfifunction Button twice in ropid succession to
redial the last dialed number.

&. Volume Control

When listening to music or on a call, you can adjust
volume by pressing the Vel + or Vol - butfon accordingly.

AUTOMATIC PAIRING

After powering off your headset, press and hold the
Muttifunction Button. Release the button when the light
flashes green. Do not press and hold until you see the light
flash green and red.

At this time, if the headset did not complete pairing with
any equipment in range. it wil automatically enter
device search sfatus. Next fime device fums on, you
wil automatically be paired with this headset. If this does
not happen, you may have to re-pair you device.

Follow instructions in “PAIRING THE HEADPHONES" to pair.
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RECONNECTING

After the headset ad your device disconnect, the
headset wil enfer standby status. The indicator light will
fiash red. Press the Mulfifunction Bution and the headset
will automatfically reconnect.

PAIRING TO YOUR COMPUTER

If your computer is equipped with Bluetooth, use the
Bluetooth software fo connect to your headphones. If
you are umsure about this, please refer to your
computer's operation manual or confact your
computer's manufacturer for more details.

If your computer does not have buit-n Bluetooth, you
can use a Bluetooth USB receiver (not included here)
and instal the IVT Bluetooth driver software.

5. If selecting headset service, accept by pressing the

On/Cff Button. The headset wil issue a beep and fiash

green and red.

&.If selecting audio service, your headset should connect

automatically.

TROUBLESHOOTING

a. Check to make sure the device and headset are

connected comectly.

bb. Chack whether volume is set at minimunm.

¢. Delete all paired Bluetooth devices from your device

and pair the headset again.

4. Your headset is making unwanted noises:

a. Make sure the devices are within effective operating

distance and no obstacles are blocking the signal. if
s blocking the signal, the sound may distort or

be fragmented in your headset.

b. The constant beep may be the low battery waming.

5. Some moble devices support Bluefooth communica-

tion but do not support Bluetooth music streaming.
