1 Basic Knowledge

1.1 Brief Introduction

1.2 Safety Instructions

- Set a PIN for your SIM card.

- Set a password for your phone.

1.3 Safety Warnings and
Precautions

Safety Warnings

> Safety first for driving.

Do not use your phone while driving. If you have
to use it, please activate the handsfree function.
Remember that using the phone while driving is
illegal in some countries.

> Turn off your phone on the plane.

As the phone can cause disturbance, using it on
the plane is illegal and dangerous. Please turn off
your phone during the flight.

Description of Keys

Your phone has the following keys:
DIAL Key 1
Press it to make a call from SIM card 1 (with
number input or in Directory mode) or answer the
incoming call. In standby mode, press it to check
the recent call history of SIM card 1 and 2.
DIAL Key 2
Press it to make a call from SIM card 2 (with
number input or in Directory mode) or answer the
incoming call. In standby mode, press it to enter
the main menu.
HANG-UP Key
Press it to cancel calling, end the call, or exit from
the menu to standby mode. Long press it for 2~3
seconds to turn on or turn off the phone.
OK Key
In standby mode, press it to enter the main menu.
In the main menu, press it to enter a specific
menu. Long press it to turn on or turn off the
flashlight.
DIRECTION Key
Push it to scroll to each option in the menu. In
editing, push it to move the cursor. During the call,
push it to adjust the volume.
Right Soft Key
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In the menu, press it to return to the previous
page. In standby mode, press it to enter
Directory.
MESSAGE Key
Press it to directly enter Message.
Music Player
Press it to directly enter Music Player.
Nimber Keys, 26 Letter Keys, ALT Key, 2 Keys
(a H) for Input Method Shift, SPACE Key, Symbol
Keys, DEL Key, SYM Key
Among the 26 letter keys, W, E, R, S, D, F, Z,

X and C are respectively the number keys 1,
2, ..., and 9. The rest letter keys act as the
corresponding symbols and characters. Press W,
E,R, S, D, F Z, X or C to get your first choice of
the number 1, 2, ..., or 9 in standby mode and the
corresponding letter in editing. Actually, press
any of them to get the cooresponding letter and
double press it to get the cooresponding symbol
in editing.

ALT: shift between letter and number in

editing.

a'n (right): shift among input methods.

a H (left): shift between capital and lower

case.

SPACE: space.

SYM: enter symbols in editing.
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DEL: delete.
LINE (below DEL): shift to the next line.

In input or editing, press 0, 1, ..., or 9 to input
the corresponding number or character. In the
main menu, press any of them to select the
corresponding menu quickly. In standby mode,
long press 2, 3, ..., or 9 for over two seconds to
call the preset number listed in Quick Dial.

Note: In standby mode, long press 1 to call
the voicemail service center (with preset
voicemail service number).

The * key and # key perform different
functions in different modes or menus:

In standby mode, long press # to enter or exit
from the Mute mode.

When the keypad is locked, please press * to
unlock it.

On the number dialing page, please long
press * to input “+” for an international call, and
then continuously press * quickly to input “P” or
“W” to dial the extension number.

Note: “P” is to send DTMF directly after a
pause of 3 seconds. “W” is to pop up a dialog
box asking you “Send DTMF?".

3 Preparations before Use

3.1 Install the SIM Card and Battery

The SIM card carries your proprietary information,
including your phone number, PIN (Personal
Identification Number), PIN2, PUK (unlock code for
PIN), PUK2 (unlock code for PIN2), IMSI (International
Mobile  Subscriber Identity) number, network
information, directory data, message data, etc.

Note:

- After turning off the phone, please wait a few
seconds to remove or insert the SIM card.

- Be careful to handle the SIM card. Any rub or
bend is likely to damage it.
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- Please well protect your phone and its small

accessories like SIM card and keep them away from
any child.

Installation Procedure
Long press the HANG-UP key to turn off the
phone.
Side down the battery cover and remove it.
Pull the battery snap to remove the battery.
Make the metal surface of the SIM card face the
phone and its short corner point up. Push the SIM
card carefully into the card slot until as deep as
possible.
Make the battery anode and cathode aim at the
battery connector in the phone, and then press
the left part of the battery to push it into the
battery slot.

Codes
There are multiple codes protecting your phone
and SIM card from illegal use. As requested,
please input the correct codes and press the OK
key. In case of wrong input, please press the soft
key CANCEL to delete the wrong numbers, and
then input the correct code. You can change your
PIN, PIN2 and password by entering the menu
Setup - Security Settings — Change Code.
Password
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As your phone lock, the password can protect
your phone from illegal use. It is usually provided
by the phone manufactuer. Our preset password
is 1234. When your phone is locked, you will be
asked to input the password.
4 PIN
PIN (Personal Identification Number, 4~8
characters) can protect your SIM card from
unauthorized use. It is usually provided by the
network operator together with the SIM card. If
the PIN verification function is activated, you will
always have to input PIN when turning on the
phone. In case of wrong input for three
consecutive times, your SIM card will be locked.
Please unlock it as follows:
- Follow the instructions on the screen to input the
correct PUK and unlock the SIM card.
- Input a new PIN and press the soft key OK.
- Input the new PIN again as requested and press
the soft key OK.
- In case of correct input, your SIM card will be
unlocked with a new PIN.
Note: Wrong input of PIN for three consecutive
times will lock the SIM card. PUK is necessary for
unlocking. It is usually provided by the network
operator.
¢ PUK
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PUK (unlock code for PIN, 8 characters) is used
to unlock PIN. It is usually provided by the
network operator together with the SIM card.
Please contact your network operator to get it.
Wrong input of PUK for ten consecutive times will
disable the SIM card. Please contact your
network operator for a replacement.
PIN2
Available together with the SIM card, PIN2 (4~8
characters) is used to set such functions as Call
Charge and Fixed Dial. Please check with your
network operator whether your SIM card supports
these functions. Wrong input of PIN2 for three
consecutive times will lock PIN2. PUK2 is
necessary for unlocking as follows:
- Follow the instructions on the screen to input the

correct PUK2 and unlock PIN2.

- Input a new PIN2 and press the soft key OK.
- Input the new PIN2 again as requested and press

the soft key OK.

*

PUK2

PUK2 (unlock code for PIN2, 8 characters) is
used to unlock PIN2. It is usually provided by the
network operator together with the SIM card.
Please contact your network operator to get it.
Wrong input of PUK2 for ten consecutive times
will disable those functions requiring PIN2.
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Please contact your network operator to replace
the SIM card.

4  Bar Password
The bar password is necessary for the Call
Barring function. You will get the bar password
from your network operator when you apply for
this network function.

3.2 Install the T-Flash Card

The T-Flash card is a removable storage card
installed insied the phone.

Install the T-Flash card: unpack the T-Flash card
and insert it into the T-Flash card slot with its short
corner pointing down.

Remove the T-Flash card: slightly press down the
T-Flash card to release it from the snap.

Note:

1. If you insert the T-Flash card into the phone with
power on, the phone can not auto recognize it. Please
turn off the phone and then restart it to recognize the
T-Flash card.

2. The T-Flash card is a small object. Please
protect any child from swallowing it.

3.3 Battery Charging

The attached lithium battery can be put into use
once unpacked. In order to make the best use of the
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battery, please use up the battery power and then
charge the battery fully for the first three times.

Battery indicator:

€ Your phone can monitor and display the relevant
battery information.

4 In normal case, you can see the rest battery
power from the battery indicator on the top right
of the screen.

€ Incase of low battery power, there will be a “Low
Power” message. If you activate the Profiles —
Any Mode — Prompt Tone — Warning Tone, there
will be also a warning tone.

¢ During charging, there is a charging animation.
When charging is finished, the animation will
stop.

€ Use the travel charger:

€ Install the battery into the phone.

4 Insert the adapter of the travel charger into the
charging slot of the phone as deep as possible.

4 Insert the plug of the travel charger into the
appropriate main power socket.

4 During charging, the battery indicator keeps
running until charging is fishined.

4 Itis normal that the battery is slightly warm during
charging.

4  When charging is finished, the battery indicator
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will stop running.

Note:

- Be careful to insert the plugs of the charger,
earphone and USB cable. Improper insert may
disable charging or cause other problems.

- Make sure the local standard voltage and

frequency comply with the rated voltage and
power of your travel charger.

Battery Use
The battery performance may be affected by
various factors, like the wireless bearer network
configuration, signal intensity, environmental
temperature, functions or settings activated,
accessories selected, and such application modes as
voice, data, etc.
To maximize the battery performance, please
follow the instructions below:
4 Only use the original battery for charging, as
improper charging may cause damage.
@ Please turn off the phone before removing the
battery.
¢ It takes more time for a new or idle battery to
finish charging. If you do not charge the battery
until it fails to power the phone, it will take more
time for the battery indicator to start running.
@ Please keep the battery under or close to the
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room temperature during charging.

4 In case of any bad smell, overheat, crack,
deformation or other damages, or electrolyte
leakage, please replace the battery immediately.

€ Itis normal that the battery charging time will be
longer as the battery wears down after a
long-term use. However, in case of shorter call
time but longer charging time, please replace the
battery with an original or approved one. Any
poor accessory may damage your phone and
cause danger!

Note: For your safety and the environmental
protection, please do not throw away the battery
randomly! We advise you to return the waste battery to
the phone manufacturer or put it in the designated
public area for waste battery recycle. Do not throw it
away randomly or mix it with other rubbishes.

Warning: Any short circuit of the battery may cause
explosion, fire, personal injury, or other serious
consequences!

Long press the HANG-UP key to turn on the phone
with startup animation.

Input the password as requested and press the
soft key OK. The preset password is 1234.

Input PIN as requested and press the soft key OK.
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For a new SIM card, PIN is provided by the network
operator.

Enter the standby mode.

Long press the HANG-UP key to turn off the
phone.

35 Connection to Network

When the phone and SIM card are both unlocked,
the phone will auto search available networks and
enter the standby mode once an available network is
found. When the phone is registered in the network,
the name of your network operator will appear on the
screen and you can make or answer calls.

3.6 Make a Call

In standby mode, press the number keys to input
the area code and phone number, and then press the
DIAL key to make the call. Press the HANG-UP key to
end the call.
€  Make an international call.

Long press * to input “+" first. Input the country
code, area code and phone number, and then press the
DIAL key.
€  Dial the extension number.

Input the switchboard number first. Press * for
three or four consecutive times to input “P” or "W", then
input the extension number and press the DIAL key.

€  Call the number saved in the directory.

Enter Directory, push the DIRECTION key up and
down to find the number.

Press the DIAL key to call this number.
€  Redial the same number.

In standby mode, press the DIAL key to select the
call history of SIM card 1 or 2.

Push the DIRECTION key up and down to select a
number and then press OK to call it.

4 Adjust the volume.

During the call, push the DIRECTION key up and
down or press | or O to adjust the volume.
€ Answer the call.

Press the DIAL key or left soft key to answer the
call.

Press the HANG-UP key to end the call.

Directly press the HANG-UP key or right soft key to
reject the incoming call.

Note: For an identifiable caller, you can see the
caller's number (if there is a record of the caller in the
directory, you will see both the caller's number and
name). For an unidentifiable caller, you can see the
calling number only. You can answer the call even
when using the main menu or directory.

4 Options during the call.

During the call, press the soft key OPTION for

such operations as Hold, Hang up, New Call, Directory,
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Message, Recording, Background Sound,
Mute/Resume, and DTMF. Please refer to the Menu
Guide for more information.

3.7 Earphone Use

Plug the earphone into the earphone jack of the
phone as deep as possible to enter the Earphone mode.
The earphone will perform the functions of the handset
and microphone.

4 Input Method

This phone supports such input methods as Pinyin,
Stroke, Number, Capital English and Lower-case
English in editing the Directory, Message, Memo, File
Management, and Welcome Note.

4.1 Input Method Indicator

Enter the edit window of the Directory, Message or
Memo, and you will see the following input method
indicators:

5 Menu Functions

5.1 Call History

5.1.1 Call History of SIM Card 1

Call history of SIM card 1.
5.1.1.1 Missed Calls of SIM Card 1

Check the list of your recent missed calls (network
service).

Note: When there is a message indicating missed
calls, please press READ to enter the list of missed
calls. Scroll to the target number and then press the
DIAL key to call back.
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5.1.1.2 Dialed Numbers of SIM Card 1

Check the list of your recent dialed numbers.
Select a dialed number and you can conduct such
operations as Delete, Save, Dial, Edit, and Send
Message.

5.1.1.3 Answered Calls of SIM Card 1

Check the list of your recent answered calls. Select
an answered number and you can conduct such
operations as Delete, Save, Dial, Edit, and Send
Message.

5.1.1.4 Delete the Call History of SIM
Card 1

Delete the recent call history. You can delete all the
history numbers or only delete the missed call numbers,
dialed numbers or answered call numbers.

5.1.1.5 Call Time of SIM Card 1

Check the last call time, total time of outgoing calls,
and total time of incoming calls. Return the time to zero.
Last call: check the last call time.

Call out: check the total time of outgoing calls.
Call in: check the total time of incoming calls.
Reset: reset the timer and return to zero.

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5.1.1.6 Call Charge of SIM Card 1

Check the last call charge and total call charge.
Return the charges to zero. Set the charge limit and call
rate.
€ Last call charge: check and reset the last call

charge.

Total call charge: check and change the total call

charge; input PIN2 to change it.

Reset: return the charges to zero.

Charge limit: check and change the upper charge

limit; input PIN2 to change it.

Call rate: check and change the call rate; input

PIN2 to change it.
Note: This function depends on the SIM card.
Some cards may not support this function. PIN2 is
provided by the network operator. Please contact your
network operator to get it.

5.1.1.7 Message Counter of SIM Card 1

Reset the quantity of the messages sent and
received.
¢  Sent: reset the quantity of the messages sent.
€ Received: reset the quantity of the messages
received.
Note: This function is independent of the SIM card.
The quantity of the messages sent and received will not
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change even if you replace the SIM card.

5.1.1.8 GPRS Traffic of SIM Card 1

€ Last transmission: check the traffic of the last
transmission.

4 Last reception: check the traffic of the last
reception.

4 All transmitted: check all the traffic transmitted.

€  Allreceived: check all the traffic received.

€  Reset: reset the counter and clear all the data.

Note: The call settings of SIM card 2 are the same as

SIM card 1.

5.2 Directory

This phone can save 1000 records. The capacity of

the SIM card decides how many records the card can
save. The records saved in both the phone and SIM
card can be found in the directory. Each name saved in
the phone can match four phone numbers.

For each record, you can press the soft key

OPTION for the following operations:

I XXX X X4

Dial: make a call from SIM card 1 or 2.
Send SMS: send a short message.

Send MMS: send a multimedia message.
View: view this record.

Edit: edit this record.

Delete: delete this record from the directory.
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Copy: copy this record to the current memory.
Move: move this record from the phone to the
SIM card or vice versa.

Send Contact: send this record to others through
SMS or bluetooth, or file it.

Print: connect to external devices.

5.2.1 Quick Find

Quick find a contact. Please input the first letter of
the contact name in Chinese Pinyin, and you will see
all the cooresponding records beginning with this
letter on the middle part of the screen.
