! Function Description 

The mobile phone newly launched by our company is a portable, 

fashionable and super-thin bar phone, and supports functions including dual 

cards and dual-standby, gravity acceleration sensor, FM, Bluetooth, Java, 

WIFI, WLAN, chatting tool( MSN, Yahoo, FaceBook, Twitter ) Email, 

Note, Photo editor, AB repeater, Melody composer, Slide show and etc. 

It makes your work more convenient and your free time more fun with the 

combination of its hand written function and keyboard, florid colored screen, 

pleasant bells, strong file management function (supporting T-FLASH card), 

fashionable camera function and long time tape recording function, music 

player, video player, TV, WLAN, supporting MMS.  

! Password 

Phone password 

With the phone password, you can prevent others from using your mobile 

phone without your approval. The original phone password is 1122. Refer to 

"Security Setting" for how to change the password and how to set the 

mobile to show request for inputting the phone code. 

PIN 

PIN (personal identification number) and UPIN (unique personal 
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identification number) (4-8 digit) help you to prevent others to use you SIM 

card without your approval. 

PUK 

Input the 8 digit PUK (personal unlocking key) to change the locked PIN 

and UPIN.  Input PUK2 (of 8 digit) to change the locked PIN2. If the keys 

are not provided together with the SIM card, please inquire the local service 

provider.  

Restriction code 

You have to input the restriction code (of 4 digit) to use the operator 

determined barring function. Note that the function requires support by SIM 

card. 

2. Introduction 

! Insert the SIM card and the battery 

Ensure to turn off the equipment and disconnect with the charger before 

taking out the battery. 

Ask your SIM card dealer whether he has provided SIM card service and the 

method of usage who may be service provider or other dealers. 

SIM card and its contacts are vulnerable to scratch or bending. Attention 

shall be attached when use, insert or take out the card. 

NO PICTURE 

Check the model number of the charger before using it to charge the mobile. 
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Only use approved battery, charger and accessories applicable to the specific 

mobile model. Using other types of battery, charger and accessories may 

violate the certification or warranty terms of the equipment and may result 

in danger. 

Refer to the dealer for supply of relative approved accessories. Hold the 

plug to plug out and cut off the power supply of accessories instead of 

pulling the power cord. 

1. Plug the charger in an AC power socket. 

2. Insert the plug contact of the charger at the other end into the jack at the 

side of the mobile. 

No picture 

If the battery runs out of electricity, you may have to wait for a few minutes 

till the symbol of charging is shown on the screen, and then you can make 

any call and answer any call. 

The time of charging depends on the charger you used. 

! Install and pull out T-flash card 

This mobile phone supports T-flash card, which is a kind of multimedia memory 

card used to increase memory of the mobile phone. It is so small that you should 

take cautions to install or pull it out in order to avoid damage. The method to install/ 

pull out T-flash card:  

1. Power off the mobile phone, set memory card with the metal face downward to 

the memory card slot.  
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To pull out the memory card, power off the mobile phone, press the memory card 

lock; take out the T-flash. 

 

! Startup and shutdown 

Press the key of power supply to start up or shut down the mobile phone. 

If it is prompted to input PIN or UPIN, please input the required password (shown 

as **** on the screen). 

Antenna 

Just like using any other radio transmitting devices, don't touch the antenna if not 

necessary because it may affect the quality of telecommunication and result in 

equipment operating in an energy level higher than required, thus shortening the 

service life of the battery. 

Basic Keys 

" SIM call key: make or answer a call with SIM1or SIM2;  

" Right soft key: execute the functions in the lower right corner of the screen; 

" Left soft key: execute the functions in the lower left corner of the screen; 

" End key: end or reject a call; press and hold this key to switch off the mobile 

phone; press this key to return to standby in other conditions. 

" Electronic mouse key: In standby mode or in the menu list, it also use to move 

the cursor up and down, and pressing this key also functions as the middle 
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selection key.( May to use up key down key left key right or OK key.) 

3. Communicate by phone function 

! Make Calls 

You can use different way to allocate calling: 

1. Import a telephone number, ask add District a number, and then push down 

before fixing a telephone number to communicate by phone key. And then 

need to allocate dozen of international long distance call, (represent the 

international dial-out code according to importing the international 

long-distance yard "+" character)tap two * screen icon or press + key, 

import the country or area code , area number (according to needing "0" to 

import, and adding unnecessarily in the area number front) and telephone 

number.  

2. Need to enter already batch of telephone listing, ask communicate by phone 

under the alert status according to the once key. Choose needed the number 

or the full name, and then pushed down communicating by phone key. 

3.  Seek the name or telephone number storing up in the address book. Be 

going to adjust sound volume in communicating by phone, push down the 

sound volume key upward or downward please. 

4. The lead plane assignment key, is used to initiate the incoming telegram 

calling for (think that the number already imports or state moves downwards 

in the telephone directory), also may be used to meet listening to.

! Fundamental English imports method 

You can import a letter according to the letter order wanting input English 

according to corresponding figure key.  

! Intelligence imports method 

You can import a letter according to the letter order wanting input words 
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according to corresponding figure key. 

! Figure entering method 

Import by the fact that the upper keyboard figure key is completed. 

 

5. Function of main menu 

Select main menu in standby condition or press main menu key and then 

select the menu or sub-menu. To exit from the current level of menu, please 

select back. Press the end call key to directly return to the standby interface. 

 

6. Camera 

In the options of camera, you may set the photometry mode, exposure 

compensation, avoidance of flickering, postponing shooting, white balance, 

photo quality, photo size, special effect, profile and etc. You may enter the 

album to check the formats that the cell phone supports. 

You may select resetting to default and the ex-factory setting is restored. 

 

7. Phonebook  

You may save the information of contacts including names and telephone numbers 
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in the phonebook, which can save as much as 500 entries. The storable entries of SIM 

card depend on the type of the card. 

You may make full use of phone book to store some name, mobile phone number, 

family number, company number and so on. Please choose “phone book” from main 

menu, and then enter it. 

" Quick search: choose this option to enter into the phone book browse interface. 

On the lower part of the screen there is a search box, and you can input relevant 

information to filter the telephone record. You can press “aA ” to switch the 

search method.  
*Note: There is a slight difference between the above two manners in the storage format.  

" Caller groups: The mobile phone provides you with user-defined incoming 

groups. You can change the group name, call ring, incoming picture to every 

group; or add or delete the group member.  
*Note: The service number function needs to be supported by the network Operator.   

* Note: You can save up to 500 telephone numbers in mobile phone and 200 numbers in SIM1 and SIM2 (depends on the 

capacity of SIM card).  

You can see the following options in phone book detailed: 

" View: view the details of the contact. 

" Send message: edit text message and send it to this number.  

" Call: call this number. 

" IP dial: call this number with IP number. 

" Edit: edit this number and then save it to phone book. 

" Delete: choose this function to delete the contact. 

" Copy: Copy the contact. 
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" Move: Move the contact. 

" Send contact: Send contact as text message; Send contact as multimedia message; 

Send contact via Bluetooth. 

" Add to Blacklist: Add this contact to Blacklist. 

" Phonebook settings: 

1. Preferred storage: choose the priority for the storage location- the mobile 

phone or SIM1 / SIM 2. 

2. Speed dial: set quick dial. In standby interface, press and hold corresponding 

number key and you can call the specified number. 

3. My number: Choose this option to edit or transfer detailed data of the record 

user. 

4. Extra numbers: the numbers stored in the SIM 1 or SIM 2, e.g. the number of 

this mobile phone, service number, which you can check and modify. 

5. Memory status: Choose this option to check the phonebook information in the 

SIM card and in the mobile phone 

6. Copy contact: copy all the records in the mobile phone or the SIM card (SIM1 

or SIM 2): both SIM card to mobile phone and phone to SIM card are 

workable.  

7. Move contact: move all the records in the mobile phone or the SIM card 

(SIM1 or SIM 2): both SIM card to mobile phone and phone to SIM card are 

workable 

8. Delete all contacts: choose this function to delete phone record all from SIM 
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card (SIM1 or SIM 2) or mobile phone. One by one delete available too( note: 

must enter password to delete all when deleting phone number in SIM card 

and this mobile phone, default password is 1122 ) 

 

8. Messaging 

The cell phone supports sending of and receiving of SMS or MMS. You 

may check the quantities of sent and received messages from the menu of 

SMS counter. 

Write message: You may select to send the finished message from SIM 

card 1 or SIM card 2. You may select multiple receivers to send the message 

to more than 1 person, 10 receivers at most. In addition, you may directly 

send the message to the latest correspondent. 

    If you Wright MMS, Please choose of Switch to MMS or accession 

picture or audio . 

Inbox: When you receive a message or MMS, you enter the inbox to read it. 

Drafts: Save messages which will be sent later.  

Outbox: Save messages that haven t been sent. (The operation is same as 

Outbox of SMS)  

Sent messages: Save message that have been sent. 

Archive: You can move the messages to archive from Inbox 

Delete messages: To delete the messages or MMS in the Inbox, box of sent 
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items, box of unsent items and all the messages. 

Email :  

Review Email and attachment with a built-in-Email client. 

Email client with inbox outbox and compose 

Tap mail to send and check Email 

Setting up Email Accounts: You must have an Email address-which looks 

like:yourname@hotmail.com-to use for Email. If you have Internet access, you 

most likely got an Email address from your Internet service provider. 

Sending Email: you can send an Email message to anyone who has an 

Email address. You can send the message to one person or to a group of 

people. 

Checking and Reading Email: The mail icon shows the total number of 

unread messages in all of your inboxes. 

Broadcast message 

Cell broadcast is a network service provided for you to receive different 

types of information. Refer to your service provider for details. 

" SIM1 broadcast message 

     Receive and read the messages from SIM1 Cell Broadcast. The functions are 

as follows: 

 Receive mode: enable/disable receiving cell broadcast.  

 Read message: read the messages you have received from Cell Broadcast. 

 Languages: select language. 
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Channel settings: Set the channel of cell broadcast, including Select, New, Edit 

and Delete.  

" SIM2 broadcast message 

     Receive and read the messages from SIM2 Cell Broadcast. The functions are 

as follows: 

 Receive mode: enable/disable receiving cell broadcast. 

 Read message: read the messages you have received from Cell Broadcast. 

 Languages: select language. 

 Channel setting: Set the channel of cell broadcast, including Select, New, Edit 

and Delete.  
* Note: In Messaging, if you select “SIM1 only”, only items that relate to SIM1 are displayed, e.g. Voicemail, Cell 

Broadcast;  if you select “SIM2 only”, only items that relate to SIM2 are displayed, e.g. SIM2 Voicemail, SIM2 Cell 

Broadcast., This function needs to be supported by network operator.  

 

Templates 

Templates: Common phrases can be applied in the frequently used information 

to avoid repeated input when the message is to be sent. They can be edited or 

deleted.  

SMS setting: You may select to edit the SMS setting either of SIM card 1 or 2, 

where, you can edit the number of the service center (which is obtained from 

the service provider), and select different styles to display the Inbox. 

Text message: 

" SIM1 message settings: perform the following settings to SIM1:  

—— Profile Setting: select a suitable mode for mobile phone short message. 
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Access the mode and you can set the name, SMS center number, validity and 

sending format.  

!!voicemail server 

The functions of Voicemail are as follows:  

$ Call voice mail: dial and connect to Voicemail. 

$ Edit: set the name and telephone number of SIM1 voicemail.  

—— Common Settings: set whether enable message report or reply path.  

—— Memory status: view the status of SIM1 or mobile phone memory.  

—— Preferred Storage: save messages in mobile phone or SIM1.  

" SIM2 message settings: perform the following settings to SIM2:  

——Profile Setting: select a suitable mode for mobile phone short message. Access 

the mode and you can set the name, SMS center number, validity and sending 

format.  

!!voicemail server 

The functions of Voicemail are as follows:  

$ Call voice mail: dial and connect to Voicemail. 

$ Edit: set the name and telephone number of SIM2 voicemail.  

——Common Settings: Set whether enable message report or reply path.  

—— Memory status: view the status of SIM2 or mobile phone memory.  

——Preferred Storage: save messages in mobile phone or SIM2. 

Multimedia message: 

" Set the parameters of sending and receiving multimedia message.  
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—— Profiles: select or edit MMS server according to network operator.  

——Common settings: 

$ Compose: enable this function and only the pictures and ring tone that 

accord with MMS specification can be sent.  

$ Send: set the parameters of sending multimedia message. For example: 

Validity, Sending Report, Reading Report, Priority, Interval, Sending Time, 

etc. 

$ Retrieve: set the parameters of receiving multimedia message. For example: 

home network, roaming network, send reading report, allow sending report, 

etc.  

$ Filter: filtrate multimedia message.  

$ Memory Status: check the status of mobile phone memory. 

 

9. Bluetooth 

This mobile phone supports Bluetooth wireless connection. You can establish 

wireless connection between mobile phone and Bluetooth hands-free vehicle 

communication device, computer or handheld device to realize voice 

communication, data exchange and synchronization. Available options are:  

" Power: activate/deactivate Bluetooth function. 

" Visibility: enable/disable the authority of Bluetooth being searched. 

" My Device: display current and ever connected Bluetooth devices. 
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" Search audio device: search for peripheral Bluetooth devices and connect. 

" My name: change the name of Bluetooth device of this mobile phone 

" Advanced:  

     —— Audio Path: change the output device of audio. 

     ——Storage: save received files in mobile phone or T-flash card.  

     ——Sharing permission: set sharing directory which is read-only.  

     ——My address: view the address of this mobile phone. 

10. Call center 

! Call history 

The call list lists all types of calls, including missed ones, dialed ones and 

answered ones, or you may enter the separate lists of missed calls, dialed 

calls and answered calls for check or operation. 

You may select to check, delete, save, dial, edit, send SMS to or add in 

firewall from the lists of all calls, missed calls, dialed calls and answered 

calls. 
* Note: In Call Log list interface, you can press OK to view the details of the record, including date, calling time, 

name, number and call times.  

In details interface, you can press Option to perform following operation on selected record.  

Delete SIM1/SIM2 call logs: you can clear the Missed Calls, Dialed 

Numbers or Answered Calls of SIM1/SIM2, or clear all. 

SIM1/SIM2 call timers: to check the time of the last call, total time of 

dialed calls, total time of answered calls or to reset the timers. 

SIM1/SIM2 call cost: to check the cost of the last call and total cost of 
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calls; you need to input PIN2 to reset the cost and set the cost limit, price 

and rate. 

SIM1/SIM2 text msg. counter: 

1.  1.Sent: record the number of short messages you have sent with 

SIM1/SIM2 

2. Received: record the number of short messages you have received with 

SIM1/SIM2. 

 You can press the Left soft key to clear these two items separately.  

SIM1/SIM2 GPRS counter 

1. Last sent: record the byte number of last sending. 

2. Last received: record the byte number of last receiving. 

3. All sent: record the byte number of total sending.  

4. All received: record the byte number of total receiving.  

5. Reset counter: Take count again.  

 

! Call settings 

1. SIM1/SIM2 call settings 

Caller ID: To select to show your number or not on the addressee’s phone. SIM 

card support is required for concealing of the number; otherwise, you can’t make 

a call or send any SMS. 

Call waiting: Once activated, you will be notified by the network in case of 

another incoming call when you are on a call. For specific usage, please get in 
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contact with your network service provider. The following options are provided: 

Calls divert: The network service of call diverting allows you to divert certain 

types of calls to another number specified by you under certain preset conditions. 

Please get in contact with your network service provider to get access to the 

service. 

Call barring: set Call barring. 

$ Outgoing calls: bar outgoing calls.  

$ Incoming calls: bar incoming calls.  

$ Cancel all: cancel barring (need to input the PIN2 code). 

$ Change barring password: change the password.  

 

Line switching: to switch between Line 1 and Line 2. 

*Note: If you select Line 2, it depends on the network operator whether you can make a call or not. 

Closed user group: build internal group. You can enable or disable the 

incoming calls from numbers in this group.  

2. Advance settings 

Blacklist: set Blacklist and save the numbers that you don’t want to answer. 

The incoming call is rejected automatically if it is from the number in the 

Blacklist. 

Auto redial: To set redialing or not in case a call is not connected. Press On/Off 

to activate/shut off the function. 

IP-dial: Once the function is started, the current activated IP number will be 
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added before the number you are trying to call. 

Background sound: Select Background sound when make a call. 

Call time display: Select to display the call time or not on the interface.  

Call time reminder: To give a sound reminder every minute during calls so 

that you will know how long the call has lasted. 

Auto quick end: enable or disable this option. If it is enabled, the call ends 

automatically when it reaches specified time.  

Reject by SMS: switch on/off reject the call by SMS. 

 

11. Java Box 

This mobile phone support the Java function, you can download the Java application 

and install to phone. Please play them following the clew. 

Java allows you to play online games, chat with people around the world. Calculate 

your mortgage interest, and view images in 3D, just to name a few. It’s also integral 

to the intranet applications and other e-business solutions that are the foundation of 

corporate computing. 

 

12. User Profiles 

You may customize the profiles and activate any profile in order to use a specific 

function. You may set the ring signal, ringing mode, prompt for connecting through, 
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answer mode, and etc. 

13. FaceBook 

This feature may be unavailable depending on your region or service provider. 

The steps you must select to use this feature may differ depending on your region or 

service provider. 

1. in menu mode, select FaceBook. 

2. Enter your Email address and password and then select Login 
 

14. Twitter 

Twitter is without a doubt the best way to share and discover what is happing right 

now. Refer to the instructions in the application for operation.  

1. In menu mode, select Twitter. 

2. Enter your user name and password and then select Login 
*Note: This feature may be unavailable depending on your region or service provider. 

The steps you must select to use this feature may differ depending on your region or service provider. 

 

15. Audio player
