And 

you can use it to delete the anterior letter near the cursor which you have 

input in the message or exit the interface of editing when there is no letter 

in the message.

 Hide ID: The receiver hide your phone number when you make a call. 

 Display ID: The receiver will show your number when you are dialing.  

 Display ID by network: The network will decide whether the receiver can 

show your phone number while you are dailing.  

 

12.1.7 Line selection 

You can choose Line 1 or Line 2. 

 Line 1: You can answer or make calls. 

 Line 2: Select this option, whether you can make a call is depended on 

the network operator. 

  

12.1.8 Fly mode 

 Activate: Start the flight mode immediately. The phone will turn off all the 

network services. When you are riding a plane, you’d better open this 

mode. 

 Selcet when power on: When turn on your phone, the prompt whether to 

open the flight mode is gived. 

 

12.1.9 Others 

 IP number 
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Activate the feature, choose to [IP call] when you dialing up, or enter the 

number in the standby state, then press the middle ke y, with which can add 

the IP number before the dialing phone number automatically. 

 50 secs warning 

If you open it, the mobile phone will give "beep" sound to prompt after the 

first 50 seconds of every minute, by whitch you can end the call in time to 

save cost. 

 Connect prompt 

Open it and then the phone will have the vibration prompt after the 

receiver answer the phone when you are dialing. 

 Magic voice 

Activate or deactivate this function. When you open it, you need set the 

magic voice effect when you make a call or answer a call every time. 

 Any key / Reject mode 

 SMS reply after reject: Choose whether reply SMS when you refuse 

one call. 

 Any key answer: Press any key on the keyboard to answer the call 

except the Hung_Up key and the Right soft key. 

 Auto redial 

Open it and then the phone will redial the number automatically when you 

make a failed call. 
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12.2 Phone 

12.2.1 Time and date 

You can also set the time format and date format.  

 Set time：Press the up/down keys and the left/right keys to set the current 

time. 

 Set date：Press the up/down keys and the left/right keys to set the current 

date. 

 Time display type：Set the time format as 12 hour or 24 hour. 

 Date display type：Set the date format as "year-mouth-day", "month - day 

- year" or "day - month - year.". 

 

12.2.2 Language 

There are two languages you can choose: English and Chinese. 

 

12.2.3 Input modes 

Chinese fuzzy sound settings: You can make 10 kinds of Chinese Fuzzy 

audio settings. The choosing method is multiple choices, with which you can 

open several fuzzy sound. 

 

12.2.4 Set shortcut 

With this setting you can change the shortcut functions corresponding to 

the left / right soft key and the shortcut icon on the main interface in standby 
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mode. 

   

12.2.5 Auto power on / off  

You can set the phone power on / off automaticly. The setting method is 

the same as alarm. 

 

12.2.6 Power management 

Show the power of the battery. 

 

12.2.7 Restore factory settings 

Reset the parameter value of the mobile phone, with which can make 

your phone reset to default settings. Please enter the privacy password (the 

initial password is 1234) to restore factory settings. 

 

12.3 2D setting 

The phone has the feature of 2D sensor, with which you can achieve the 

switching function to change music, wallpaper or picture. 

 

12.4 Display 

12.4.1 Wallpaper settings 

Choose picture to be used as wallpaper for your phone. 
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12.4.2 Standby style  

Choose the style of your standby interface. The phone offers two default 

styles: the basic style and smart style. 

 

12.4.3 Set idle display  

Select the projects displayed in the standby state, including the time and 

date, operators, agenda and individual words. You can edit the individual 

words. 

 

12.4.4 Contrast 

Set the brightness of the screen backlight. 

 

12.4.5 Backlight  

Select the time for screen backlight, including "always open", "30 

seconds", "20 seconds", "15 seconds", "10 seconds" and "5 seconds". 

 

12.4.6 Keypad light 

Select time for button backlight, including "20 seconds", "10 seconds", "5 

seconds", and "night mode" and "off". 
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12.4.7 Animation effect  

Set the animation effect for powering on or powering off. 

 

12.5 Security  

You can use the PIN code, PIN2 code, set the password of powering on 

and set the security feature to protect the security for information. 

 

12.5.1 PIN  

PIN code (PIN1) is the personal identify number for SIM card. If the user 

does not change the original password, the password supplied by the 

operator is 1234 or 0000. If you activate the PIN code for powering on, then 

4-digit PIN code is necessary to enter after each start. The PIN code can be 

amended, which used to protect your SIM card is not used by others. 

Please note that if the PIN code input wrong for three times continuously, 

the phone card will lock automatically and prompts you to enter PUK code to 

unlock it, at which time you are close to the brink of danger. Therefore, if you 

modify the PIN code by yourself, make sure remember it in mind.  

  PUK code (PUK1) is ordered by the 8-bit numbers and the user can not 

change it. When the PIN code is locked and when the phone prompt you to 

enter the PUK code, do not act rashly, because the opportunities for 

0inputting the PUK code is only 10 times and it you enter the wrong words 
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for 10 times continuously, the SIM card will be locked permanently, that 

means it is scrapped. The PUK code for some the SIM card is incidental 

with the SIM card, such as China Mobile's Shenzhouxing, etc, while the 

others need the network operators to obtain the PIN code. If your PUK code 

is locked and you do not know it, do not random input. The correct way is to 

call the hotline operators the SIM card belongs to. After verifying the simple 

user data, you can obtain the PUK code to unlock the phone. This service is 

free of charge.  

  

  Warning:  

  Please use this feature with caution and if you forget the PUK password, 

please contact the network operator. If 10 consecutive PUK code be 

inputted in error, the SIM card will be scrapped.  

 

 
After selecting the SIM card type you want to set, you can carry on the 

operations as follows:  

 Open: Activate it and then you need to enter the PIN code each time 

you open phone. 

 Review: You must open the PIN code before you change the PIN 

code.  

 Close: Close the PIN code must″ enter the correct PIN code.  
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12.5.2 PIN2 

PIN2 code (PersonalIdentificationNumber2) is entered when you enter a 

particular function (such as setting a fixed number, set the call billing, etc.). 

  PIN2 code is entered when a particular feature is used, such as the 

elimination for call cost information, set the unit for currency, to achieve cost 

limit function, limit to dial and so on. The PIN2 code provided by the supplier 

as another SIM card password, please contact your network provider to 

access PIN2 code. 

  When entered the wrong PIN2 code for 3 times continuously, the phone 

card will be locked, then you must enter the correct code to unlock PUK2. 

 

    Warning: 

  Please use this feature with caution, if 10 consecutive PUK2 code input is 

error, SIM card will be scrapped. 

 
 

12.5.3 Privacy  protect 

This function can protect your phone's specific features to prevent 

unauthorized viewing by others. When activate password protection feature 

for call records, messages, camera, Contacts, document management, 

e-book, calendar, U disk, etc, you need enter the correct password after 

entry the corresponding main menu or submenus. The default password is 

"1234", you can also modify the password. 
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12.5.4 Auto key 

You can select 5 seconds, 15 seconds, 30 seconds, 1 minute or 5 

minutes to open the automatic keylock function; you can also select [Close] 

to close this function. When this feature is turned on, the automatic 

keyboard lock feature is started to prevent misuse. 

 The operation of locking the keyboard manually is: In the standby state, 

press the Left soft key and then press the * key. 

 The operation of unlocking the keyboard manually is: In the interface of 

keyboard has been locked, press the Left soft key and then press the * 

key. 

       

12.5.5 Red key locks keypad 

You can choose to enable or disable this feature. Open this feature, you 

can just press the Hung_Up key to turn off the backlight and lock the 

keyboard automatically when the phone screen is bright.

12.5.7 Theft proof 

Theft proof feature (MSD) is also known as mobile dog. Its main function is 

to collect the current CELL ID (mean: cell ID) and other information sent to 

the pre-specified phone at the time when the phone is used illegally. To a 

certain time or after certain times of making the phone power on, this 

function will prevent others from re-booting to use this phone.  

  The theft proof function is off by default, and you need change your 

password before activating it. After activating it, you need enter a password 

to carry on the operations for startupping, shutdowning or changing your 

password. The password has the six bits. In addition to a password, a 

pre-designated phone number is also required to enter (cell phone stolen, 

the mobile phone number to receive notification messages) to open this 

function.  

  When you activate this function, the mobile phone will store the SIM 

card's IMSI number. As this number is only, when another SIM card is 
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inserted, there will be a prompt box appeared to ask you to input the theft 

proof password if the phone is powering on. If you enter the wrong 

password for three times, or to opt out of interface, the phone will take it as 

illegal use, and gives an prompt of illegal use, and then the phone will read 

the CELL ID, LAC (means: location area code, used to identify the different 

location of areas), MCC (means: Country Code for Mobile. "460" is the MCC 

of China), MNC, MCN and other information, to send text messages to 

pre-designated phone number. Legitimate users can get this message to 

report to the public security organs, with which can be used to check the 

illegal use of the phone (including the location of the region when the mobile 

phone is used, communication records, etc.).  

  If sending fails or is on at this time, the sending text messages will be sent 

the next minute, until send them successfully. Over 24 hours in the standby 

state or reboot the phone, the phone will send a text message to your 

pre-specified mobile phone number again. Send text messages 

successfully to a certain number of times (15 times), any use of an illegal 

SIM card can not use the machine, the phone will shut down automatically.  

 

 

   Note: 

If your phone is stolen, please report to the public security organs, but it 

can not ensure that the phone must be able to recover, so please keep 

your personal belongings carefully. 
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If the phone takes this SIM card as illegal card and you want to open the 

anti-theft function, the phone will prompt you have no right to use, it 

means you can not use the security features of the corresponding menu 

under Theft proof. If the phone is switched on using another card and the 

password is entered correctly, the the message count for sending will start 

counting from 0 and the phone will prompt whether binding. Select binding, 

the phone will update and use this SIM's IMSI number information, then 

this card is treated as the specified card of the phone. 

 Activate: To enable this feature, you must first set a password, if the 

password is not set, the phone prompts that "Please change your 

password". You can get into the [Change Password] menu to set the 

security password and then open this function. The security 

password and notification phone number are requested to enter (to 

receive the illegal use of the mobile phone SIM card to send on this 

illegal SIM card information) to open it.After these steps, anti-theft 

feature is activated.  

 Deactivate: Turn off anti-theft feature. You must first enter the 

security code to close it.  

 Modify PWD: Modify the security password. 

 

  Warning:  

Please use this carefully. If you forgot your password, you can not use 

the phone. 

 

12.6 Profiles 

Through this menu, you can set different profiles to suit different 
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environments. The phone has 5 profiles: Standard, Silent, Vibrate, Low ring 

and High ring and vibrate mode. Each model has the default value, and you 

can set up according to your need.  

Press the left soft key to select "Option", the menus is as follows: 

 Activate: Start the selected profile. 

 Settings: You can set all kinds of effects to your own need.

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13. Additional features 

 13.1  The function of U disk  

Follow these steps to use the U disk:  

 Before use, make sure the system of your computer is Windows2000 or

 After the phone is connected with the computer, select [U Disk] in the 

phone. When the computer identifies the U disk successfully, the status 

bar will appear a small green icon of the USB device in the lower right 

corner of the phone.  

 Open "My Computer"and you can see the "Removable Disk", then the 

operation to U disk can be carried out.  

 The multimedia files, which you browse through the mobile phone, must 

be stored in the specified directory to identify, or it will be not read or play 

through the phone if they are stored on the other directory.

1. When the the phone is used in the state of U disk, you can see some 

default application files, and once you remove them, the default files will 

be lost permanently.  

2. After using the U disk, at first remove the U disk from the computer 

equipment and get the notice from system, and then you can pull U disk 

safely, otherwise it will make data loss easily, even lead to the damage of 

U disk file system.

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14. Phone maintenance 
 

Mobile phone is an electronic product with high-precision, please maintain 

it carefully. The following suggestions can help you to maintain phoneand 

extend the lifespan of it:  

 The phone and its accessories should be placed out of the reach of 

children.  

 Keep the device dry. Rain, humidity or moisture will corrode the circuit 

board. If the phone is flooded accidentally, you should remove the 

battery promptly and sent it to the local authorized service center for 

processing immediately.  

 Do not place your phone in places which are full of dust, or it may affect 

the normal use of your phone.  

 LCD display is the part of phone which can be damaged easily, so you 

should avoid dropping the mobile phone onto the ground or making the 

phone vibrating strongly; prohibit using sharp objects to touch the 

screen.  

 Do not place the phone where¬ the temperature is too high. High 

temperatures can shorten the life of electronic devices, damage 

batteries, and warp or melt plastic shell phone. 

 Do not place the phone where the temperature is too low. Otherwise, 

when the temperature of the phone raise to normal temperature, 

moisture will be generated internally and it could damage the device of 

electronic circuit boards.  
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 Do not drop, knock or shake the phone severely, so as not to damage 

the internal circuit boards and precision mobile structure.  

 Do not use chemicals, cleaning solvents or strong detergents to clean 

the device. You need use the soft cloth soaked in soapy water to scrub 

it gently.  

 Do not use the pigment to paint your phone.It can avoid the moving 

parts be stuck, with which can affect the proper operation of your 

phone.

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16. Safety Information 

16.1 The environment for using 

In order to ensure your rational use about the phone and avoid the impact 

on you and the environment, please remember to comply with the rules and 

regulations when you use the phone anywhere.  

  Please turn off your cell phone and comply with all safety signs and 

instructions in any place where may lead to explosion, such as gas stations, 

fuel depots, chemical plants or other place with blasting operations. It may 

cause explosion and personal injury if you disobey the relevant 

requirements.  

  The use of phone on airplanes would interfere with the operations of 

aircraft flight and bring dangerous. Therefore, please ensure to turn off your 

phone before boarding, and make sure the phone is in the state of turning 

off or in the Flight mode throughout the flight (this phone has the function of 

Schedule power on/off, so please make sure you have turn off this feature in 

the entire flight process).  

  When driving, please place the phone on the special bracket but not put it 

in the seat, or in the place where the phone can slide with slam or the brake 

of the car. In order to ensure safe driving and avoid traffic accidents, please 

do not use the phone during driving.

  Emergency call  

If your phone is turned off, please turn on it and check the network signal 

is strong enough.  

 Enter the local emergency number correctly (such as 120 whith is the 

emergency center). Different regions have different emergency 

numbers. 

 Press the Dial key to call. 
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 Note:  

  When make an emergency call, please provide all the important information as 

accurately as possible. The phone may be the only tool for communication at this 

point, so please do not end the call without permission. 

 
 

16.3 Accessing password 

The password protection for mobile phone and SIM cards are available to 

prevent they are used illegally. 

 

16.3.1 Password of power-on  

With this function, you can prevent the phone be used by others without 

your consent. The original password is set when you use this feature for the 

first time. Please change the password of power-on as soon as possible 

after you use the phone and make sure it is confidential. 

 

16.3.2  PIN 

It is the personal identification code, which is the password to protect the 

SIM card and can prevent SIM cards be used by others without your 

consent. SIM card and PIN code are usually along with providing. After 

enabling the password of power-on, you need to enter the password to use 
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the phone normally . 

 

 Note: 

If you input false PIN code for 3 times continuously, SIM card will be 

locked.You must input PUK code to unlock it (If you do not have the PUK code, 

please contact your network or retail operator to get the PUK code. Please do not 

input any other invalid content.) 

 

16.3.3  PIN2 

PIN2 is the password which used to realize the special features of the SIM card. 

If the network operator provides this number for you, you are required to input it to 

enter some features (such as unit, using the fixed dialing, etc.). Usually the PIK2 

code supplied with the SIM card. If you input false PIN2 code for 3 times 

continuously, PIN2 are locked and then the PUK2 code is required to unlock it. 

 

16.3.4  PUK  

Unlock the PIN2 code. Usually the PUK2 code is supplied with the SIM card, 

the PUK2 code can change the locked PIN2 code. If you input false PUK2 code for 

ten times continuously, you will not be able to use this SIM card, please apply for a 

new card to your network operator. PUK2 code cannot be changed, so if you lost it, 

please contact your service provider. 
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16.4 Precautions for Battery Charging     

The mobile phone uses the ithium-ion battery to provide energy, many 

tings can affect the time of standby and call time, such as the system 

environment, phone setup and so on.  

Please use the standard battery and charger supplied by our company. 

Damage can be caused if you use the battery or charger which is not 

approved by our company and our company wil not responsible for the 

consequences.  

The power bar in the battery icon on the phone screen starts scrolling if 

the phone is powered on.  

 

 NOTE: 

1. If the battery is completely discharged, the battery icon should appear 

after 2 to 3 minutes after charging. Generally, the time for charging is 2 to 5 

hours, based on the current state of the phone (if it is switched on or used to 

call, etc.) is different. 

2. To make sure the new battery can get to the prime performance, please 

finish the period of charging and discharging the battery for two to three 

times. When you charge for new battery , please charge more than 10 hours 

continuous for the frist few times. 
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When mobile phone is in charging, please do not use the wet hand to contact the 

battery or charger to avoid dangerous. When your phone is charging, you'd better 

not use it. After the charging is finished, the battery icon will stop scrolling, and 

you can disconnect the phone from the interface of the charger adapter. 

 

16.5 Cautions for using battery      

The use circumstance of battery is decided by the network, phone settings and 

the use circumstance of the phone, for example, the capacity of 1200 mAh 

lithium-ion battery can support calling for 6-8 hours can used about 150-240 hours 

if the phone is in the standby state. 

Please do not use any damaged batteries to charge. 

When you use cell phone near the base station of cellular network, the 

consumption of battery is small. So the signal strength of cellular network and the 

parameters set by the network operator affect the call time and the standby time 

largely. 

The charging time depends on the remaining capacity and the type of battery, 

and the model of charger. When the battery life shortted obviously, we recommend 

that you replace the battery to ensure the performance of your phone. 

Please use the batteries and charger provided by our company, otherwise it may 

cause exploding. Please cut off the power when you do not use charger. Do not 

charge the battery with the charger more than one week, or it will reduce the 
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lifetime of the battery when you charge excessivly. 

Don't reverse the polatity of the battery between anode and cathode. 

Do not put the mobile phone at places with high or low temperature; otherwise it 

may reduce the capacity and the lifetime of the battery. Please use the battery under 

room temperature as much as possible. 

Do not make the battery in short circuit, otherwise it will damage the battery 

core or the internal protection circuit of the battery. When you put battery in the 

pocket or bag, the metal items (such as coins, pin or pen, etc.) may make the 

battery be in short circuit, so please place battery separately and properly. 

Do not burn battery or dispose it as ordinary garbage. Please abide the 

local environmental policy to avoid the risk of life and the damage to the 

environment. You should process and recycle the battery in time.  

If the water run into the phone, the battery or other charging device, do 

not put it in any heating equipment (such as a dryer, microwave etc.) for 

drying. Cell phone or other products may cause fault, even it will cause fire, 

expand or explode to the cell phone, the battery or other charging device.  

Please follow the relevant instructions to dispose of the useless batteries.  

To any direct or indirect damage caused by the error actions which are 

described above, our company does not assume any responsibility.  
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16.6 Caution of Using Accessories 

Please put all accessories (such as the SIM card, memory card, battery, etc.) out 

of children's reach to avoid children getting hurt. 

Before you remove the battery, please make sure turn off the phone and 

disconnect the connection between the phone and charger. 

Because the accessories of mobile phone are not waterproof, please keep all the 

accessories drying. 

When you cut off the power of any accessories, you should pull the plug 

properly and don”t pull the power cord. 

If the phone, the battery or the charger does not run properly, please contact the 

nearest maintenance department with qualified for maintenance. 

 

16.7  Other security imformations  

When the phone is not in use, we recommend that you turn off the phone 

and remove the battery, to conserve energy and eliminate cell phone 

radiation. 

When using the phone, please do not adjust the volume too large to avoid 

hearing damage. 

  Non-professionals can not dismantle the mobile phone terminals and 

battery. 

We recommend that you try not to use the holster with magnet button to 

avoid the interfere which is brought from the magnets to the switch signal of 

the phone and the LCD screen button may be crushed; the phone case of 
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plastic material will lead poor volatilization of the water vapor, with which 

can corrupt the inside components of the phone and lead to the oxidation 

and fade of the shell.
