2.2 Install SIM card and battery

» Hold down the switch key at the top of the phone about three seconds;
» Push down and remove the battery cover;
> Remove the battery;

> Fit on the SIM1 (based on the slot with the sign of "SIM1"). When you are installing
the SIM card, please make the contact dot down (make sure the direction of the gap
on the SIM card is consistent with the slot) and then push the SIM card inside the slot
until the full match (the installation method of SIM2 is similar to SIM1).

> Make the metal contact part of the battery aim at the contact pad position and fit on it,
and then install the battery cover.

2.3 Install memory card

Your phone supports T-Flash memory card. Insert the memory card and then you can
put up browsing, copying and other operations to the files on the memory card through
the phone.

2.4 Battery Charging

2.6 Keys description

B The Hang_Up key: It is used to end up conversing or refuse to the telephone.
Generally press this key to return to standby state under the other condition. Press
and hold this key to open/close the mobile phone.

B The * key: Lock or unlock the phone with the Right soft key. in standby state, press
this key to switch among *, +, P and W.

B The # key: In standby state, press and hold this key to input #.

Note: In this manual, press a key means to press the key and release; press and
hold a key means to press the key and hold for no less than 2 seconds.

B The sym key: Press this key to input special symbols..

B The Atl key: It is a shift key. When you are editing message, pressing it can change
the input things of the mixed key: input the upper symbol or the lower letter showed
on the mixed key.

B The Aat Kkey: Itis used to change the input method when editing SMS, MMS, etc..

B The SPACE key: Insert the space in the editing message.

B The Del key: Press it to delete the letter before the cursor.

3. Call functions

3.1 Make a phone call

3.2 Answer or reject a call

Answer a call: When there is a incoming call, press the Dial key of SIM1 or the Left
soft key to answer

Answer the second call: If the phone set up the function of Call waiting, another call
is incoming when you are communicating with somebody, the phone will prompte you
with, and you can deal it as follows:

< Select [Maintain and Answer] or [Release and Answer] to answer the second call
after pressing the Dial key of SIM1 or the Left soft key, and then the preceding
call is set as maintain state automatically.

< Press the Hung_UP key or the Right soft key to reject the second call to continue
the current call.

Reject a call: Press the Hung_Up key or the Right soft key to refuse answer.

3.3 The menu in communicating

During the communication with phone, select the Menu can operate these actions:

Turn on handfree, Switch, Contacts, Messages, Call logs, On and Mute.

>

Switch: maintain the current call by selecting [Switch]; while maintaining a call, it can
resume an active call after selecting [Switch] (this feature requires the support of
network).

On: record the content of communication and then select [Menu — Off] to stop the
recording. At this point the phone recording will be saved in the [Tools — Recorder —
Option — Record file list] automatically.

a Attention: Recording of the call is illegal in some countries. Therefore, when you
re recording about the call, you should seek the consent of the other party at first.




» Mute: turn off the microphone temporarily during a call. If you open this function, you
can hear each other's voice, but the other party can not hear your voice.

3.4 Adjust the volume

During a call,access the menu to adjust the call volume.

3.5 End a call

When you need end the call, press the Hung_Up key to end the call.

4. Contacts

The phone prepares high-capacity phone storage space carefully for you. The capacity
for storing depends on the SIM card.

4.1 Search contact

After entering the Contacts, Groups shows the list of all contacts. Press the Left and
Right keys to switch among the various groups.

Carry out
searching location through the keys on the keyboard directly (it supports fuzzy search).

4.3 Add new contact

> Phone: all records stored in phone except contacts stored in SIM1 and SIM2. You
can select the corresponding group and set more than one number. This feature
allows you to input your name, phone number, home phone, E-mail and so on. You
can choose caller picture and caller ring tone for the current contact.

[ 2 Note: The name of new contact can be empty but the number can not be empty.]

B Missed calls: Show the recent records of missing. The operation of "Received calls"
and "Dialed calls" is similar.

B Delete All: Remove all telephone records.

Call times: Select the type of SIM card you want to view and then you can see the

related information about timer

B  GPRS counter:.View the correlative information of GPRS volume.

Date and time: Set the time, date, time format and date display type.

Select language: Choose the kind of language for display.

Shortcut settings: You can set the navigation keys for the shortcut menu.

Auto power on / off: You can set the phone power on / off automaticly. The setting
method is the same as alarm.

Power management: Show the power of the battery.

Restore settings: Reset the parameter value of the mobile phone, with which can
make your phone reset to default settings.

6.3 Security settings

You can use the PIN code, PIN2 code, set the password of powering on and set the
security feature to protect the security for information.

6.3.1 PIN

PIN code (PIN1) is the personal identify number for SIM card. If the user does not
change the original password, the password supplied by the operator is 1234 or 0000. If
you activate the PIN code for powering on, then 4-digit PIN code is necessary to enter
after each start. The PIN code can be amended, which used to protect your SIM card is
not used by others. Please note that if the PIN code input wrong for three times
continuously, the phone card will lock automatically and prompts you to enter PUK code
to unlock it, at which time you are close to the brink of danger. Therefore, if you modify
the PIN code by yourself, make sure remember it in mind.

PUK code (PUK1) is ordered by the 8-bit numbers and the user can not change it.
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When the PIN code is locked and when the phone prompt you to enter the PUK code, do
not act rashly, because the opportunities for Qinputting the PUK code is only 10 times
and it you enter the wrong words for 10 times continuously, the SIM card will be locked
permanently, that means it is scrapped. The PUK code for some the SIM card is
incidental with the SIM card, such as China Mobile's Shenzhouxing, etc, while the others
need the network operators to obtain the PIN code. If your PUK code is locked and you
do not know it, do not random input. The correct way is to call the hotline operators the
SIM card belongs to. After verifying the simple user data, you can obtain the PUK code to
unlock the phone. This service is free of charge.

a Warning: Please use this feature with caution and if you forget the PUK password,
please contact the network operator. If 10 consecutive PUK code be inputted in error,
the SIM card will be scrapped.

After selecting the SIM card type you want to set, you can carry on the operations:
Open, Review and Close.

6.3.2 PIN2

PIN2 code (PersonalldentificationNumber2) is entered when you enter a particular
function (such as setting a fixed number, set the call billing, etc.).

PIN2 code is entered when a particular feature is used, such as the elimination for call
cost information, set the unit for currency, to achieve cost limit function, limit to dial and
so on. The PIN2 code provided by the supplier as another SIM card password, please
contact your network provider to access PIN2 code.

When entered the wrong PIN2 code for 3 times continuously, the phone card will be
locked, then you must enter the correct code to unlock PUK2.

6.3.3 phone locked
Phone lock: The phone lock can prevent your mobile phone from illegal operation.
Change password: Change password of the phone lock

6.3.4 Privacy

This function can protect your phone's specific features to prevent unauthorized
viewing by others. When activate password protection feature for call records, messages,
camera, Contacts, document management, e-book, calendar, U disk, etc, you need enter
the correct password after entry the corresponding main menu or submenus. The default
password is "1234", you can also modify the password.

6.3.5 Lock sycreen by end-ke

You can choose to enable or disable this feature. Open this feature, you can just press
the Hung_Up key to turn off the backlight and lock the keyboard automatically when the
phone screen is bright.

Select the Hide ID mode as Hide ID, Display own ID or Display ID by network.
6.4.6 Others

enter the number in the standby state, then press the middle ke y, with which can
add the IP number before the dialing phone number automatically.

> Call time minute reminder: If you open it, the mobile phone will give "beep" sound
to prompt after the first 50 seconds of every minute, by whitch you can end the call in
time to save cost.

> Auto redial: Open it and then the phone will redial the number automatically when
you make a failed call.

» Vibration when connected: Open it and then the phone will have the vibration
prompt after the receiver answer the phone when you are dialing.

> Reply SMS after reject: Choose whether reply SMS when you refuse one call.

» Auto record voice call: Turned on, the call will automatically record.

6.5 Connection management

You can choose the network account according by yourself. China Mobile GPRS,

China Mobile MMS and China Unicom WAP are the three default account in your phone
and you can not delete or edit these three accounts. You can also add your own network
accounts

7. Internet

The Internet is the application platform which combines the wireless communications
and Internet and it enables you to get rich application by phone, such as Internet
information resources and e-commerce.In the standby state, press the middle key to
enter the main menu and them select "Internet.”

Notice:
1. Your Internet service provider may not support some functions, so please make sure
your SIM card can support and have opened the Internet feature in order to ensure the
normal operation of the browser,
2. If you browse the web, you need to charge fees related to traffic.

B Input URL: Input the web site you need to browse. China's largest free wireless
Internet portal lets you know the world without leaving home.

B Bookmark: The bookmark is blank as default and you are free to edit it. Commonly

used website can be saved in the bookmarks with a simple name tag. Select one of

the bookmarks and then you can connect to the current web site directly.

History: Record the web sites you have visited previously.

Offline pages: Enter it and you can browse a snapshot which you have saved in.

Homepage: Select it to connect the pre-set homepage or default homepage directly.

WAP settings: Enter to set the parameters of WAP, including Browser settings,

Preferred storage, GPRS settings and Restore Default.

Exit:exit internet.

8. Message

Message is the network service, wether the menu can run or not is connected with the
type of your SIM card and the network operators. Please make sure this function of
service before using this feature.

8.1 Write message

Before using this feature, you must obtain the appropriate service center number from
the network operators. The capacity of the SIM card memory is based on the type of
different card.

8.1.1 New SMS

Each of the text messages can contain up to 268 Chinese characters or 612 English

characters. When you have finished editing text message, select <option> will appear
menus: Send, Insert template, Add contact imformation, Add phiz and Save.

8.1.2 New MMS

MMS is the multimedia information which supports pictures in the format of GIF, JPEG,
WBMP and BMP.

You can use this function only when the network operator supports it. And only the
mobile phone with MMS function can receive and display properly.

In the standby state, press the middle button to access the main menu, then select
[Message — Wrire message — New MMS] to enter [MMS Option] interface.

8.9 Voice mail server

missed call to your own proprietary voice mail, it means let the caller leave an oral
message and to notify that you have oral messages in voice mail messages via SMS.
This feature is part of the supporting software from network operators to users, so you
need register the business, and set manually. Please contact your network operator for

8.10 Message settings

8.10.1 SMS settings

8.10.2 MMS settings

> SIM1/ SIM2 MMS account: Select the MMS account for SIM1 and SIM2.

> Receive MMS: The phone provides you with [Manual receiver] and [Auto Receive]. If
you select [Manual receiver], you need the download the MMS in inbox manually; if
you open [Auto Receive], the received MMS will be downloaded automatically each
time when the phone return to the standby state.

> Send options
