CHARGE THE HEADSET

Note:

Please fully charge the battery before 1st time use. This can
be performed using the Provided USB Cable and any
powered USB Port.




SWITCH THE JAMCUBE SPEAKER
ON/OFF

Turn the Jamcube ON: Switch “ON/OFF” button to
“ON" position to power on, blue LED flashes 3 times.

Turn the Jamcube OFF: Switch “ON/OFF” button to
“OFF” position to power off, red LED flashes 2 times.




CONNECTING WITH BLUETOOTH

To connect the Jamcube Speaker with Bluetooth
enabled device please follow this procedure;

* Ensure the speaker is ON. The LED will flash red and
blue alternately.

* Refer to the operating instruction manual of your Bluetooth
device to start the connection process. Typically, this is
performed by going to a “Settings” or “Setup” Menu and
then choosing the option to select Jamcube that will be
looking for a device to connect with.

* The device will find the Bluetooth speaker, and ask if you
are ready to connect, press the OK or Confirm to connect.

* Note: Some Bluetooth devices may ask for a password or
PIN. Enter 0000 and the Speaker will be connected.

Note: If the pairing is unsuccessful, please turn OFF the
Jamcube Speaker and then ON again and repeat the

connection procedure.

Music Playback controls

« Short press Play/Pause Button to start/pause music,
blue LED flashes every 7 seconds.

+ Short press “Previous” to skip to the previous song.

+ Short press “Next” to skip to the next song.

« Short press “VOL+" button to increase the volume.

« Short press “VOL-" button to decrease the volume

+ Long press “Play/Pause” button switch to MP3 mode
manually.

Using the Music File player function

1.Turn on the power.

2.Inserta Micro SD card* into the MICRO SD/TF slot
(*Maximum supported size 32G) Or a USB Memory
stick into the larger USB Port.

3. The music files will automatically play.

4. Control the music on the control panel.

Using theline-IN Function

1.Turn on the power.

2. Plug one end of the Line in cable into the 3.5mm jack,
the other end into your audio equipment.

3. Play and control the music from your audio equipment,
Jamcube control panel only supports mute and volume
control with Line-In playback.

Using FM radio function

1. Plug the mini USB cable into the USB Connector as a
radio antenna to improve reception.

2. Switch the “ON/OFF” to ON position.

3. Hold down the play/stop button to switch to FM radio
mode (It will jump to FM mode automatically if no
Bluetooth, Music File, Line-IN.)

4.Short press Play/pause to search automatically and
locate local radio station, short press forward/
backward button to select the station you want.
