WARNING

Do not use the adapter in a bathroom 
or other highly humid area.
May cause fire, burns, or electric 
shock.

Always use the DC adapter with a 
negative-ground vehicle. Do not plug 
it into a positive-ground vehicle.
May cause fire, burns, or electric 
shock.

If it starts to thunder, do not touch 
the adapter.
May cause electric shock, etc.
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Do not apply force on the connected 
parts when the adapter is connected 
to this cell phone.
May cause fire, burns, injuries, or 
electric shock.

Do not touch the adapter cord, 
charging terminal, or power plug with 
wet hands.
May cause fire, burns, or electric 
shock.

Only use with the specified power 
source and voltage.
When charging this cell phone 
overseas, use an AC adapter for 
global use.
If incorrect power supply or voltage 
is used, it may cause fire, burns, or 
electric shock.
