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Before Using This Cell

Phone

This cell phone supports LTE, GSM/GPRS,
and Wireless LAN Systems.

Since this cell phone uses wireless signal,

it may not be able to use in a location

with no signal reception such as a tunnel,
underground, a building, an outdoor location
with weak or poor signal reception, or a
location outside of the XXX service areas.
Also this cell phone may not be able to

use on upper floors of high-rise apartments
or buildings. even if you can see no
obstructions around you. Please note that on
occasion, data communication may become
disconnected even when you are in a strong-
signal area with 4 signal bars displayed while
you are not moving.
